Congratulations to Allan Phipps of
South Plantation High School! Mr.
Phipps won the Teacher Award for the
Governor’s Serve to Preserve: Green
Schools Awards (Green Schools) pro-
gram and is one of only three state final-
ists for the Presidential Award for Ex-
cellence in Mathematics and Science
Teaching (PAEMST).

Florida Department of Environmental
Protection Secretary Michael W. Sole
announced the five winners of the Green
Schools program in Tampa on October
7, 2009. The awards program, which
was announced by Governor Crist on
Earth Day, recognizes the efforts to
create healthy, efficient and productive
places for learning. Eligible projects
were categorized in four themes: green
learning environments including indoor
and outdoor facilities, exemplary green
curriculum or teacher professional de-
velopment programs, green service
learning projects and green policies or
partnerships.

Allan Phipps (pictured below accepting his
PAEMST state finalist nomination with
Broward Secondary Science Specialist Dr.
JP Keener) won the Green Schools Teacher
Award and the PAEMST state finalist nom-
ination through his Solar & Alternative
Energies project, creating two solar race
cars with his students that have competed at
national levels. Phipps and his students
have participated in more than 40 events in
the past three years to reach out to people in
the community about alternative energy.
Each of the five Green Schools winners re-
ceived a $1,500 cash award.

Through our partner, Broward County
Natural Resources Planning and Manage-
ment Division (BCNRPM), two of our
schools, New Renaissance Middle and
Whispering Pines Center each received an
NFL Super Bowl Urban Forestry Grant to
plant native trees on their campus.

As a PAEMST finalist, Phipps is being
recognized for his contributions to teaching
and learning and his ability to help students
make progress in mathematics and
science. Three finalists were selected in
each of the five categories including: stu-
dent, classroom, teacher, school and school
district. This award is the highest recogni-
tion that a kindergarten through 12" grade

mathematics or science teacher may
receive for outstanding teaching in the
United States. Phipps received a $100
gift certificate to Home Depot to assist
him with his projects. The final award
will be determined later this year.

FREE RECYCLING EDUCATION PROGRAMS

Broward County Waste and Recycling
Services (WRS) offers a variety of free
public education programs for resi-
dents. Programs are geared toward
teaching children and adults about the
importance of recycling, buying re-
cycled and how to recycle, and about
Broward County’s eco-friendly me-
thods of waste management, including
waste-to-energy plants and landfills.

Partnering with nonprofit agencies
within the community has enabled
WRS to expand its reach into the pub-
lic schools with curriculum-based les-
sons in eco-friendly waste disposal
(environmental education) that meet

statewide FCAT standards. Outreach staff
visits private and public schools, scout
troops, summer camps, day care centers,
festivals, homeowner associations and
other nonprofit groups, reaching thou-
sands of people each year. Their “Won-
derful World of Waste” presentation,
which includes hands-on activities,
quizzes, contests, a prize wheel, educa-
tional literature and giveaways made from
recycled materials all make environmental
education fun—and memorable. Programs
are tailored to meet the specific needs of
audiences.
