In Broward County, the district@ Human Resources and Staff Development departments, as well as a district level Teacher
Retention Committee work collaboratively in these efforts:

¥Reading K - 12 is a critical shortage area for the district.

¥Advertisements of teacher vacancies and shortages are made via the district Employment Information website, teacher
recruitment job fairs, and in cities throughout the United States where teachers are being laid off.

¥Elementary teachers who are eligible to teach intensive reading courses are recruited for the secondary level.

¥Teachers at Title | schools who express interest in becoming certified in reading are having course costs paid for by Title |
funds in an agreement with Nova Southeastern University.

¥All new teachers complete the district's induction program, the Educator Support Program. The ESP takes one year to
complete and is a school-site program. Each new teacher is provided a support team consisting of the ESP school contact,
usually an assistant principal, and a qualified mentor. Ideally, the mentor teaches the same grade or subject as the new
teacher. This means that reading teachers are generally supported by qualified reading teachers.

¥New reading teachers are assigned a peer teacher as a mentor and partner.

¥Staff development workshops are held in the area of reading and provide a vehicle by which secondary teachers and
elementary reading coaches may become endorsed.

¥A district personnel staffing specialist provide counseling/support in the areas of teaching challenges and strategies for
success.

¥Resource teachers provide, at the request of the principal, monthly meetings for K-2 teachers, where K-2 literacy tips are
shared. All of these efforts help the District recruit and retain highly qualified teachers in all areas.

Watkins Elementary School also provides an after school tutorial program three times a week for students in grades 3-5. The
program is comprised of 100 students from grades 3-5. At inception, students and parents are given a survey form to
determine their level of involvement in reading strategies. The data was consistent with the students' performance on
assessments. During after school tutoring, students have the opportunity to receive additional help with their homework. In
addition, students are learning and mastering vital test taking strategies that will prepare them for assessments in reading
and mathematics. Also, Watkins Elementary participates in the Reading First Grant that provides instructional materials for
grades K-3 grade. These materials include books tubs that teachers use for center activities. Also, Reading First provides staff
development for teachers in grades K-3 to provide additional reading strategies and center activities to increase student
achievement. Reading First provides materials for our alternative reading program, Kaleidoscope designed for struggling
readers in grades 2-5. Reading First also provides Watkins Elementary with Destination Reading, computer based literacy
program that correlates to state standards, and includes an explicit instructional pathway with frequent assessments to help
guide individualized, data-driven instruction. This program is targeted for used in grades K-2 grade.

During the Kindergarten Roundup, parents and incoming kindergarten
have the opportunity to meet the kindergarten teachers,take a tour of the school, and discuss readiness skills necessary for
success in kindergarten.

MENTORING AND EXTENDED LEARNING OPPORTUNITIES

Teacher Mentoring

The school provides support to all teachers new to the district through the New Educator Support System (NESS). NESS is a
site-based induction program designed to meet the needs of all new educators based upon their academic credentials and
previous teaching experience. Support team members include: school-based instructional coaches, NESS School Liaisons,
building level administrators, district teachers coaches (retired master teachers), and district NESS Trainers.

In the event a veteran teacher® performance demonstrates ineffective teaching behaviors, the principal may request
assistance from the Professional Standards Department. The Professional Standards Department provides a district mentor
who works with a veteran teacher to improve his/her practice. The district mentor assists the principal and the veteran
teacher in developing and implementing an improvement plan to increase effective teaching behaviors.

Coaches
a. Coaches will demonstrate lessons using scientifically-based reading materials for reading.

Reading coaches will demonstrate research-based reading strategies with groups of children, focusing, in particular, on
struggling readers. Reading coaches will be available to work in classrooms with teachers and children using materials from
the Struggling Readers matrices. Coaches will also work with teachers to analyze data from diagnostic assessments to ensure
that interventions are targeted to areas of deficit.

b.Coaches will provide in-service on classroom set ups for effective reading instruction (word walls, leveled text, small group
instruction, etc.)Coaches will be well versed in classroom organization and classroom management. Since the coaches are on-
site, they will be in classrooms on a daily basis to support teachers who have identified needs. They will assist teachers with
organizing learning centers and work with teachers to appropriately organize groups for small group instruction. This will



ensure that students are appropriately placed and receive the targeted instruction that will ensure academic progress.

c. Coaches will be a member of the reading advisory team at the school level.

Coaches are an integral part of the school® leadership team. They work with the leadership team to analyze data and assure
that all students are receiving appropriate instruction. Additionally, as staff development issues are identified, the reading
coach will either provide the staff development or identify the resources to meet the needs.

The principal, using the Classroom walk-through checklist, will identify teachers who are using effective reading stratigies and
proper classroom managment.After observation,those classrooms with exemplary observations in the five areas of reading
will be used as model classrooms at the school site.

Demonstration classrooms provide a comprehensive and observable model of the K-12 Reading Plan in action. These
classrooms enable teachers to gain knowledge of the model and connect with peers in their own or neighboring schools.

Reading coaches at each school will establish a supportive and productive relationship with the demonstration classroom
teacher as they provide them with additional assistance and focused professional development. Additional assistance
includes: introducing new materials to promote student achievement, demonstrating strategies as the teacher observes, fine-
tuning the classroom environment, and meeting frequently to determine additional needs and adjustments. This cooperative
union enables the reading coach to do demonstration lessons with children and materials that are already familiar.

Demonstration classrooms will also be used as educational laboratories where scientifically based reading products may be
sampled and evaluated for effectiveness. The demonstration classroom will provide:

a. Aliving model of the K-12 Comprehensive Reading Program.

b. Opportunities to observe balanced literacy in action school.

c. Opportunity for the reading coach to have a familiar location to do model lessons that will advance staff development.
d. A grade specific venue for teachers to observe instructional strategies.

e. Opportunities to observe the reading coach and/or demonstration teachersQinteraction with students as they teach
reading and writing strategies.

f. Discussion and study points for literacy conversations that may be addressed during other professional development
opportunities.

g. Avenue to sample scientifically based educational products.

The SAC is composed of the principal and an appropriately
balanced number of teachers, education support employees, students (for middle, junior high and high school only), parents, and
other business and community citizens who are representative of the ethnic, racial, and economic community served by the school.

SAC Involvement

The School Advisory Council (SAC) is responsible for developing the School Improvement Plan (SIP) and for the implementation
and monitoring of SIP objectives. Additionally, per state statute, the SAC is responsible for assisting in the development of the
school® budget and especially the use of Accountability funds ($10.00 per unweighted FTE). The SAC Chairperson signs off on

the school® annual budget.



Members of the SAC are elected by their peer groups with the entire SAC being representative of the demographics of the
school population. The principal is an appointment member of the SAC, as are community representatives and business
partners. The officers of the SAC are elected by the entire SAC.

A member of the School Advisory Council (SAC) is appointed to chair a committee for each academic area as well as other
areas of need (i.e., parent involvement, student behavior, etc.). Each committee is comprised of SAC members (including
parents and members of the community) as well as members of the faculty who have expertise in the specific area. The
committees develop School Improvement objectives, including strategies and recommendations for staff development and
budget.

IMPLEMENTATION EVALUATION



Reading: The school follows an instructional focus calendar in grades K-5. The school conducts district benchmark
assessments in September and November for 3-5 grade students. Instructional focus mini-tests are given on an ongoing
basis. Additionally, all K-5 students who are identified as struggling readers are administered fluency probes in grades 1-5
and Dibels in Kindergarten to monitor progress at least three times a year. Classroom teachers, support staff,
administration, school reading subcommittee, and the SAC committee monitor all results. Teachers submit quarterly data to
administration for monitoring. A collaborative problem-solving process was implemented to assist teachers in the development
of classroom interventions for students experiencing difficulties that interfere with learning.

Students identified as not meeting standards on AYP, including ESE,LEP, and lowest quartile students, are monitored and
received additional assistance in reading and are provided extended reading experiences by the homeroom teacher, reading
coach, and Title 1 Coordinator. The district Struggling Reader Chart is used to identify and address the at-risk students at
school.

Math: The school follows an instructional focus calendar in grades K-5 for the five strands. The teachers utilize unit tests, mini-
benchmark assessments and conduct an analysis of each to monitor growth. These results are shared with the support staff
and administration on a quarterly basis. The District Struggling Mathematics Chart is used to identify and address the at-risk
students.

Writing: The school follows the District® K-5 Writing Plan. Students in K-5 are given a monthly prompt. The monthly prompts
are evaluated and monitored on an ongoing basis as benchmarks by the classroom teacher. Results are also shared with the
support staff, administration, the school writing sub-committee, and the SAC committee.

Overall Adequate Progress: The SAC committee develops the SIP, assessments used and timeline completion. Monitoring
reports are presented at the monthly SAC meetings for review and revision. Ongoing documentation and assessment of
academic objectives will be conducted including teacher documentation of student achievement in reading, math,writing, and
quarterly assessments in writing. Weekly classroom walkthroughs by administration is part of the monitoring process, with
appropriate feedback provided to classroom teachers. Extended learning opportunities are provided with additional tutoring
on a pullout basis in small groups, double dose of instruction within the classroom, and after-school camps in reading and
mathematics for targeted students. Through analysis of disaggregated district assessment scores, targeted students are
chosen.

Extended learning opportunities are maintained, monitored, and enriched by a variety of strategies including pre- and post-
assessments, fluency activities, and criterion-referenced tests.Also, after school tutoring will be available to all students who
meet the criteria.

Teachers review student data from previous years and current classroom data making professional developmental goals,
creating a Professional Growth Plan that highlights individual needs. In addition, administration and support staff analyze
data and provide feedback through support. Yearly reflection on the Professional Growth Plan indicates application of
knowledge and further professional growth needs.
