The 2009 data identified weaknesses in 9th and 10th grade Reading. 

¥ 9th Grade reading scores declined 4% (2008 -  47% decrease to 2009 -  43%) and 10th Grade reading scores improved 1% 

(2008 -  27% increased to 2009 -  28%).  

Specific reading cluster data is as follows: 

(Grade 9) Words/Phrases Ð 66%, Main Idea/Purpose Ð 68%, Comparison Ð 75%, Reference/Research -  44%; (Grade 10) 

Words/Phrases Ð 50%, Main Idea/Purpose Ð 58%, Comparison Ð 56%, Reference/Research -  50%.

Additionally, the lower 25% reading scores declined by 1% (2008 Ð 49% to 2009 Ð 48%).  

Mathematics

The 2009 data identifies specific strengths in Math. 

¥ 9th Grade Math scores increased 5% (2008 Ð 66% to 2009 Ð 71%) and 10 Grade scores increased 4% (2008 Ð 64% to 

2009 Ð 69%).  

Specific mathematics cluster data is as follows: 

(Grade 9) Number Sense Ð 50%, Measurement Ð 43%, Geometry Ð 63%, Algebraic Thinking -  60%, Data analysis Ð 63%;  

(Grade 10) Number Sense Ð 55%, Measurement Ð 50%, Geometry Ð 36%, Algebraic Thinking -  50%, Data analysis Ð 45%.  

Writing

The 2009 data identified weaknesses in 10th grade Writing. 

¥ Writing scores declined by 5% (2008 Ð 86% to 2009 Ð 81%).  

Science

The 2009 data identified an increase in the overall 11th Science proficiency.

¥ However, a decrease was revealed by 1% in Scientific Thinking

School wide IFCs will be aligned to the district IFCs and/or curriculum maps. Instructional Calendars are developed by district

A mastery assessment calendar was developed to check students Õ mastery of specific benchmarks. Teachers will re - teach and 

reassess until the students obtain 70% mastery. This will be monitored by Administrators through data chats and CWTs.

Interdisciplinary units and project -based learning concepts will be integrated through the SLC grant. Teacher will connect all 

lessons to real -world application.

Each 9th Grade student will complete an ePEP and complete the Choices planner module. Students are scheduled in 

Òhouses Ó based on his or her career interest.

The mastery assessment calendar will align the school -wide reading initiative. Math and Science courses will utilize an aligned 

subject specific lesson plan. Teacher collaboration and sharing of best practice will assist in alignment across grade levels and 

subject areas. All reading courses will use the recommended rubric from the District's Reading Department for the design of 

the instructional block (90 minutes in 9th Grade and 110 minutes in 10th Grade).

Benchmark specific 

professional development will serve as the foundation for lesson planning. (District developed IFCs from BEEP Portal will be 



How will instructional focus lessons be revised and monitored?

A school -wide assessment schedule is built - in to the IFC. The assessments are specific to reading, math, and science.

Mini assessment data will be discussed monthly. Teachers will also engage in quarterly Òdata chats Ó with their respective 

Administrator. Group/individual data meetings will be conducted.

The Principal and Leadership Team will be immensely involved as instructional leaders through frequent data chats, 

information/data analysis, strategic planning with Leadership Team, CWTs, and formal observations.

Supplemental and Intensive Instruction/Interventions

The core intensive instruction will be delivered in all Reading courses and pre -algebra. Additionally, core instruction will be 

delivered through content area classes. Supplemental instruction and intervention will be conducted through a pullout model. 

The Reading and Math Coaches will conduct intensive pullout lessons to small groups. (Targeted lower 25% students, ESE 

population, and ESOL population.) 

Supplemental/intensive pullout program will follow a schedule similar to the Mastery Check. Students that fail to meet 70% 

will automatically enter a re - teach cycle of the specific benchmark/strand that they are deficient.

Professional development needs will be identified through observation, teacher recommendation, and data analysis.

Any student that is below mastery will be targeted for intensive instruction. Emphasis will be placed on the lowest 25% and 

bubble students (high level 2 students) that are close to proficiency.
