Parking is a privilege 

 

1. Decals are $50.00 and MUST BE PURCHASED ONLINE. (No refunds under any 

circumstances) Please go to: https://www.browardschools.com/Page/35016 

 

2. Decals will be issued based on a 2.0 or higher un-weighed GPA. There will be a very limited 

number of parking decals that will be available for those students whose GPA is below a 2.0. 

Those students must have their registration approved by the administrator, Mr. Smith. 

 

3. For Everglades High to determine your eligibility you must complete the “Student Vehicle 

Registration Form.” The form is available to be printed from our website or it can be picked 

up from Guidance or the Front Office. 

 

4. Students may pre-purchase a decal on August 10, 2022 and August 12, 2022 from   

12:00 – 2:00 pm in the Front Office. 

 

5. Starting August 16, 2022 (first day of school) decals will be sold in room 301 (School 

Counseling Office or Guidance) from 7:00 – 7:30 am, and during both lunches. 

 

6. To obtain a parking decal the student MUST have the following: 

 

• Student Vehicle Registration form – completed and signed by student & parent 

• Copy of receipt from the online payment 

• Copy of a Valid Florida Class E Driver License (No Learners permit) 

• Copy of current Insurance (vehicle registering) 

• Copy of current Vehicle Registration 

• 2021/2022 Final Report Card (for GPA verification). If you do not have your report 

card, GPAs may be obtained thru Virtual Counselor. 

• NO OBLIGATIONS! 
 

7. Students will not be able to obtain a decal if any of the required forms are outdated, 

incomplete, or missing. All documents must be current and valid.  

 

8. Decals must be AFFIXED to the inside corner on the driver’s side of the windshield. If you fail 

to do so and your decal is lost, you will be responsible for paying full price for a replacement. If 

your decal is involved in a fraudulent act, your parking privileges may be revoked. 

 

9. If a student is involved in any type of accident or misbehavior in the student parking lot, student 

will receive consequences, and may lose parking privileges.

The Everglades Senior High School Parking Decal must 

be properly displayed on the driver’s side lower corner of the windshield while parked on campus. The permit is 

valid for the 2022/2023 school year. Everglades High School and its personnel will not be responsible for the 

safety of your vehicle or its content while the vehicle is on campus. The campus speed limit is 7 mph. The 

parking lot is located on the South side of the campus. Access to the student parking lot is via 172nd Avenue. 

Students found parking in areas not designated for students will be subject to disciplinary and/or police action, 

and decals may be revoked. Students may not go to their cars during the school day, including lunch, without 

the prior written permission of the principal or an assistant principal. 

Violation of these rules and those listed in the Student Code of Conduct may result in the loss of 

parking privileges (without refund), fines, or towing. You must become familiar with these rules and 

understanding the consequences of not adhering to them.
