Spring Break is a great time for us all to relax and rejuvenate for the
last part of the school year. However, | would like remind you that we are full test prep mode for the
Florida Standards Assessment (FSA) which is scheduled to begin on the third day of return from Spring
Break! Our Third grade students will take the FSA ELA test on April 1 and 2 while the Fourth and Fifth
Grade students will be taking the Writing portion of the FSA ELA test on April 2. | am giving you this
information now to ask for your cooperation in getting students back into schoel on Monday, March 30t
on time and ready to learn. As you are aware, the goal for instruction is to prepare our students for college
and career readiness through the mastery of the Florida Standards. Since the beginning of the year
students have been in some form of testing such as Common Formative Assessments (CFAs), the
Benchmark Assessment System (BAS), or the Broward Standards Assessment (BSA); all to ensure that
students are prepared for the next level of learning. Everyone is working hard towards mastery of the FL
Standards, and | believe that we have made tremendous academic strides throughout the year to improve
our school grade. However, at this time we need your continuous support! Currently, we have less than
12 school days left before the FSA; therefore, we need our parents to ensure the following:

1) Students must attend school every day. Research has shown that connections to pricr knowledge are
lost when students do not come to school. ATTENDANCE COUNTS - ALL DAY, EVERY DAY.

2) Students need at least 8-9 hours of sleep every night. Please send them to bed WITHOUT THE
TELEVISION at a reasonable hour. Reading with your child is a great way to prepare them for bed.

3) Students nead to be on time to school. Our first bell rings at 7:55 a.m. Class instruction begins at 8:00
a.m.

4) Students need a hearty breakfast at the beginning of each day. Universal breakfast is free for all

students beginning at 7:30 a.m. Monday through Friday in our school cafeteria. If your child does not

eat breakfast at home, please make sure that he or she is on time for breakfast here at school.

Students need to come prepared and ready to learn. This includes having school supplies and

fallowing the dress code policy. Believe it or not, the students are well aware of their need5,| be it

pencil, notebook paper, or school uniform. By coming to school with the proper supplies and clothing,

you are helping them to develop a work ethic for their future. Please help them see the need to have

a work ethic for personal success.
