PROGRAM OVERVIEW

educational fami ly workshop. Referred
youth and their families partrcipate
in discussions, intervention activities
and video presentations. The duration
of the workshop is approximately two
hours in length, with additional follow-
up and resources provided to families
as needed.

SUPPORT SERVICES

The Juvenile Firesetter Prevention
and lntervention Program operates
under the direction of the Fire Chiefs'
Association of Broward County. The
program is supported fror^n in-kind
services from dedicated fire rescue
personnel from all municipalities
and family service organizations in
Broward County. These individual
organizations have contributed to the
program since April -1990 play a vital
role in the program's success. The
program is managed by the Broward
Sheriff's Office Department of Fire
Rescue and Emergency Services, Fire
Marshal's Bureau.

Children who have an interest in or any
demonstrated behaviors of:

. starting a fire

. misuse of fire

. purposeful misuse of a fire
exting uisher

. puiling a fire alarm without threat of
fire

. initiating bomb threats

. any reason which includes a chtld's
curiosity or involvement with fire as

a potential risk to safety or life or
damage of property

Schools; Department of Juvenile Justice,
private schools, private counseling
agencies, and many other city, county,
or state agencies.

WHAT FAMILIES CAN

EDUCATION WORKSHOP?

The Juvenile Firesetter Education
Workshop is approximately 2 hours long
and is taught with an age-appropriate
curriculum Families will learn how to
encouraqe fire safe behaviors in their
famrly as well as valuable home safety
information.
