REGISTERING YOUR CHILD FOR 
SCHOOL 
You must register your child for school. For an 
Enrollment Checklist and Student Registration 
Form, contact the registrar’s office at your 
assigned school or download from the Web site.  
The District offers a convenient online system 
that locates your assigned school and provides 
information about the school. To find out the 
schools assigned to your home address, you may 
either call the Innovative Programs Department at 
754-321-2480 or use the online school locator. 
You must provide your specific street address and 
your child’s grade level in order to determine the 
correct school your child will attend. District–wide 
school boundary maps are also available.  

ATOMIC LEARNING
Atomic Learning provides Web-based software 
training for dozens of computer applications that 
Broward County School students and teachers 
use every day. These short, easy-to-view-and 
understand tutorials are an anytime, anywhere 
training resource. A username and password are 
required to use the system.  

BEFORE AND AFTER SCHOOL 
CHILD CARE 
Before and After School Child Care (BASCC) 
provides students with a safe, nurturing and 
comfortable environment. BASCC promotes an 
enriching program to include physical, intellectual, 
emotional, and social development. Either the 
School Board or a private provider operates the 
school site programs. During Before and After 
School Care, children have the opportunity to have 
a snack, do homework with assistance and then 
participate in several scheduled activities. These 
include academic enhancement, a technology 
session, creative play or dramatic arts, outdoor 
activity to enhance fitness and a free choice. Care 
is provided every day the school is open, including 
early release days. Tuition for School Board-
operated programs is $163.00 per payment period 
for a total of nine payments. (Payment amounts are 
different for year-round schools and those schools 
that end after 2:00 p.m.) Fees are paid in advance 
for services and are due on the given due date.  
Rates for programs managed by Private Providers 
may vary but cannot be more than 20% higher 
than School Board Operated Programs. If payment 
is not made on time, students are withdrawn from 

the program. Partial fee waivers may be available 
based on eligibility. Please contact your child’s 
school for further details.  

BROWARD ENTERPRISE 
EDUCATION PORTAL (BEEP) 
The Broward Enterprise Education Portal (BEEP) 
is a “digital doorway” to resources for teaching 
and learning. BEEP gives parents, students, 
teachers and administrators of Broward County 
Schools a secure, single point of online access 
to current and relevant information focused on 
student achievement, academic performance, and 
instructional best practice.
•	Parent Portal: The BEEP Parent Portal leads 

parents to information on school policies, student 
assessments, graduation requirements, the annual 
testing calendar, the Virtual Counselor service, and 
much more.  

•	Student Portal The BEEP Student Portal provides 
access to test preparation materials, software tools, 
the Virtual Counselor, and other useful resources. A 
User ID or Student Number and password or birth 
date are required to use the Student Portal.  

•	Research and Homework Help The BEEP Student 
Portal also offers links to research and homework 
resources. The reference library includes online 
dictionaries, encyclopedias and databases; links 
to online newspapers, magazines and a catalog 
of all books and audiovisual materials available in 
Broward County Schools.  

BROWARD VIRTUAL SCHOOL 
Broward Virtual School (BVS) provides a unique 
opportunity to depart from conventional learning 
systems and methods. BVS offers full-time 
enrollment to students in Grades K-12 through 
an online educational delivery system. BVS 
serves as the premier virtual instruction program 
for Broward County Public Schools. BVS offers 
equitable access to high quality, individualized 
education, through the internet and other distance 
learning technologies. Students are offered the 
flexibility of learning from the location of their 
choosing and may earn their high school diploma 
entirely on-line. BVC has served Broward County 
students since 2001.  

CAREER, TECHNICAL ADULT & 
COMMUNITY EDUCATION (CTACE) 
Career, Technical, Adult and Community Education 
(CTACE) within Broward County Public Schools 
offers course enrollment to students in Grades 

6-12. There are over 100 programs, made up of 
nearly 400 individual courses, within 16 Career 
Clusters.  Students who complete a sequential 
CTACE Program as defined by the Florida 
Department of Education, have the opportunity 
to earn industry certifications. Earning industry 
certification increases job opportunities and 
advancement potential for a student in his/her 
chosen careen path. A student must complete 
and pass all components of the third-party 
industryaccepted assessment to earn the industry 
certification and be awarded a social designation 
on their high school diploma.  

COLLEGE ACADEMY 
The College Academy (CA) at Broward College is 
a joint venture between Broward County Public 
Schools and Broward College (BC). Students 
attending CA@BC are degree seeking, full-time 
dual enrollment students, who will complete their 
last two years of high school, simultaneously 
earning an Associates of Arts degree from BC.  
The rigorous college level dual enrollment program 
is designed for students who have the maturity 
required for college campus life, the discipline to 
use their time wisely, and the academic ability to 
handle the rigor of college work. Students receive 
free tuition, fees, and textbooks.  

EARLY CHILDHOOD PROGRAMS 
Broward County Public Schools proudly offers 
comprehensive early childhood and preschool 
programs for our youngest learners to support 
their educational and developmental needs in a 
safe and nurturing environment. Programs served 
by the Head Start Early Intervention Center include: 
Early Head Start, Head Start and Voluntary Pre-
Kindergarten.  

ESOL PARENT OUTREACH OFFICE 
The Bilingual/ESOL Department is committed 
to providing rigorous academics, promoting 
community involvement, and delivering quality 
services to English Language Learners and 
Multilingual families. The ESOL Parent Outreach 
Office provides a multitude of services to 
bilingual parents, ESOL students and community 
organizations so that the integration of bilingual 
families to regular school communities is assured.

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FOOD AND NUTRITION SERVICES 
Food and Nutrition Services (FNS) staff serves 
more than nine million breakfasts, 26 million 
lunches and 1.1 million after-school snacks to 
Broward County Schools students each year.

No 
fried foods are served, and lunches contain less 
than 30 percent fat. Every school in the District 
offers meal programs at reasonable prices. The 
USDA’s Free or Reduced Price Meal Program 
serves approximately 130,000 eligible students in 
the District. The application for free and reduced 
price meal benefits is available online.  Monthly 
school breakfast and lunch menus for elementary 
and middle schools (including nutritional values) 
are posted online as well as broadcast on BECON-
TV. High school meal programs and menus may 
vary from school to school. For details, please call 
your school’s cafeteria.  

INNOVATIVE PROGRAMS 
Innovative Programs offer K-12 grade students 
unique learning, theme based instruction in their 
neighborhood schools. Themes may include a 
variety of programs where student learning is 
challenged and enriched.  

MAGNET PROGRAMS 
A magnet program is a program in a school that 
focuses on a specific theme, such as International 
Baccalaureate, performing & visual arts, science, 
technology, engineering and mathematics (STEM), 
Cambridge, marine science, international affairs 
and languages, technical, and more – in addition to 
the traditional core classes. Students may choose 
to attend a magnet school and gain opportunities 
for in-depth experiences and exposure in the 
magnet theme.  

MILITARY ACADEMY 
Students can discover the rewarding benefit 
of being a student in the distinguished magnet 
program at Hollywood Hills High School Military 
Academy. This program challenges students 
physically and mentally I an environment where 
leadership, academics, friendship and fun are 
linked together. Students who apply to the military 
academy must have a grade point average of 2.0 or 
above and a level 3 or greater student assessment 
score in reading and math. A student interview is 
required.  

NOVA SCHOOLS 
Nova schools offer an active learning community 
from Kindergarten through 12th grade where 
students receive a personalized, quality education.  

OFFICE OF PARENT ENGAGEMENT 
Parents play an important role in their child’s 
academic success. Whether your child is in 

preschool, elementary, middle or high school, 
your involvement is crucial to his or her success. 
The Office of Parent Engagement offers a variety 
of information and resources to help you stay 
informed and get involved with your child’s 
education. On the Parent Engagement Web site 
you can learn about various ways to get involved 
at your child’s school. 
• Provide opportunities for learning at home 
• Become a volunteer 
• Become a mentor 
• Stay engaged – support the school and the 

student 
• Join a parent organization or committee
• Attend school activities  

PINNACLE 
The Pinnacle Internet Viewer allows middle and 
high school parents to view their children’s current 
class and assignment grades and attendance 
record online, at any time. The system requires 
a username (the student’s Broward Schools 
student ID number) and a password (the student’s 
birth date in military format). For example, if the 
birth date is 01/25/1992, the password would be 
19920125. Individual class assignment grades 
and tests are entered by the classroom teacher 
and can be viewed through the system. Pinnacle 
can also send parents daily or weekly notifications 
by e-mail.  

SCHOOLNOTES 
At www.schoolnotes.com, teachers can create 
notes for homework and class information and 
post them on the Web. Parents and students can 
then log in to the site to view the notes. Ask your 
child’s teacher if he or she uses School notes.  

SCHOOL REASSIGNMENT 
The District allows students to apply for 
reassignment to schools within the District that 
are not overcrowded or approaching a critically 
overcrowded point. The reassignment application 
window is between December 1st and February 
11th for the following school year. Reassignment 
applications are available at all schools as well as 
online during the application period.  

SERVICE LEARNING 
The Service Learning Graduation Requirement and 
the Student Volunteer Service Program acquaint 
high school students with the need to become 
participating agents of change by providing 
service to both their school and community. 
Service learning is coordinated with a school 
or community service program and with the 
community. It is integrated into and influences 
the lifelong learning of a participant and includes 
structured time for the participants to reflect on 
the service experience.  Service learning teaches 
the skills of civil participation and develops an 

ethic of service and civic responsibility. Students 
can provide service in the community on a 
voluntary basis to public, nonprofit agencies, civic, 
charitable and governmental organizations and 
school campus. 

Service Learning and Volunteer Service Program 
is divided into three tiers: 
• Tier I - Service Learning Hours required for 

graduation (40 hours). 
• Tier II - Service Learning and Volunteer Service 

Hours required to qualify for the Florida 
Academic Scholars Program (one of the Bright 
Futures Scholarships (75 hours). 

• Tier III - Volunteer Service Hours required earn 
a silver cord at graduation (250 hours). 

Students should see the Student Volunteer Service 
Program Coordinator at their school for the 
appropriate service hour forms.  

S.T.E.M. – SCIENCE, TECHNOLOGY, 
ENGINEERING & MATH 
Affords students the opportunity to invent, create, 
and solve problems while learning academic 
and technological skills needed to compete in 
tomorrow’s world.  

SOLVING PROBLEMS WITH 
SCHOOL STAFF 
When your child has a problem at school, the 
first step is to make sure you have all the facts 
about the situation. Speak directly with your 
child’s teacher before going to the principal or 
superintendent. If you believe that the teacher is 
unwilling to resolve the issue or you don’t think the 
result was fair, make a suggestion that the two of 
you speak with a mediator (another teacher, the 
assistant principal or the principal). Contact the 
Office of Service Quality for more strategies to 
help you deal effectively with problems. 

VIRTUAL COUNSELOR 
Parents can keep up with their child’s school 
progress online, as well as find answers to basic 
questions a guidance counselor would typically 
be asked, by using the online Virtual Counselor. 
This system provides overall academic history 
(middle/high school quarterly & semester 
grades), standardized test scores (FSA, SAT, etc.), 
graduation requirements (GPA, class standing), 
overall attendance history, Individual Education 
Plans (IEP’s), obligations (money owed to the 
school for missing library or textbooks, etc.) and 
college planning. A username and password are 
required to log into the system. Contact your 
school’s guidance department for information.

School Health Entry Requirements
School Health Examination
Students must have proof of school entry exam for first time entering a Florida 
School. A non-Florida physician can perform the school medical exam.  The form 
utilized to record the exam must satisfy one of the following:

•	 Medical exam documented on Florida Department of Health Form 3040 or on 
physician’s office/medical facility official stationery, completed, signed and 
dated by physician.

•	 Results of all tests recorded on the Student Health Examination Form 3040 in 
the space provided. 

Immunization Requirements
Florida statue requires all Students must receive the proper immunizations before 
enrolling into a Broward County Public school. The following is a guide to the 
required immunizations. Students may be exempt for religious or medical reasons 
with the proper documentation.

2 doses - If the 1st dose was given 
sooner than students first birthday, 
it is considered invalid and another 
dose is necessary, The second dose 
may be administered before age 4-6 
yrs provided more than 4 weeks have 
lapsed since first dose. 

Varicella 
Varicella vaccine is NOT 
required if varicella disease 
is documented by the health 
care provider.

2 doses - For students in kindergarten 
and grades one through eight. 
1 dose - For students in grades nine 
through twelve.

Tdap: Tetanus – Diphtheria - 
Pertussis

1 dose - Students entering, attending 
or transferring to the seventh through 
twelve. An updated DH 680 form to 
include Tdap, must be obtained for 
submission to the school.

Help low income, elderly, disabled and individuals with limited English
skills prepare their Federal Income Tax returns through the Volunteer
Income Tax Assistance (VITA) program. During the 2015 filing
season, volunteers in Broward County helped over 7,200 taxpayers
prepare their 2014 Federal income tax returns at 29 volunteer sites. 

If you enjoy helping people and working with them to make a difficult
task easier, VITA may be for you. VITA is sponsored by the Internal
Revenue Service (IRS) and various community partners. We are
looking for volunteers to help taxpayers with their income tax returns.

VITA assists individuals who have problems preparing their own
returns and cannot afford professional assistance. VITA helps these
people fill out basic tax returns. They also answer tax questions.
Assistance is provided at locations such as community centers,
libraries and churches.

VITA volunteers include retirees, homemakers, college students and
businessmen and women. Volunteers learn how to prepare basic tax
returns by successfully completing a training course that includes 
not only basic tax law, but use of professional-grade tax software so
that the volunteer can prepare tax returns on a computer for
electronic filing.

The IRS provides free training material for all volunteers. Training is
provided by our partners. In return, VITA expects volunteers to
commit to working a minimum of four hours per week during the
filing season, January 23rd – April 15th. 

Training is conducted at locations convenient for volunteers.
Volunteers are used in many different ways. For example, volunteers
help set up and organize a site, while others do the local publicity for
a site.

The IRS says, "If you have a talent and would like
to help, VITA can find a way to involve you in
the program."

According to the 2014 Comprehensive Human Services Needs Assessment, 
Children and Families services rank as the highest funded category in 
Broward County. These resources are applied to much needed programs 
designed to fill gaps in meeting basic needs and contain risk factors that 
affect individual and family health and wellbeing in our community. While 
there is some attention given to early intervention programs, as outlined 
in the Report’s recommendations, more resources need to be poured into 
preventative solutions for families to build resilience. This not only saves 
taxpayer dollars in the long run, but also serves to create a socially and 
emotionally healthy, more productive, and happier community. 

This begs the question, how do we build a resilient 
community? How do we ensure more sustainable 
outcomes for our families? 

A Community Culture of Resilience
The most effective way to build a community culture of resilience is by 
creating resilient families, or Conscious Families, by empowering them with 
tools that build not only physical, but also mental and emotional wellbeing. 
Psychological studies now show the impact of mindfulness, emotional 
intelligence, and other heart-mind-body approaches from positive psychology 
on building resilience. Practicing mindfulness can have positive health 
benefits, neurological impact on a person’s ability to respond and self-regulate 
in the moment to stressors and triggers, and cognitive and behavioral impact 
in making choices and showing kindness to self and others. 

Mindfulness and Emotional Intelligence
Jon Kabat-Zinn defines Mindfulness as “paying attention in the present 
moment, without judgment and with curiosity to the unfolding of life in each 
moment.” According to Daniel Goleman, Emotional Intelligence is the ability 
to be self-aware, to regulate emotions, to be internally motivated, to show 
empathy, and to be socially aware. 

While these methods are seeping into our schools, hospitals, criminal justice 
and social institutions, most families, particularly among low-income and 
minority populations, are ill-equipped to cultivate healthy habits of heart and 
mind. Self-awareness, mindfulness, and emotional intelligence is simply not 
built into Western lifestyle. A deeper dollar and agenda commitment to this 
cause saves us money, time, and much pain for our families, as long as we 
are prepared to take the long term approach without easy fixes. 

What is a Conscious Family?
A conscious family is an imperfect, evolving, secure and loving space where 
each member can fully be himself without judgment, learn the tools to be 
self-aware and live his full potential, and serve society in a positive way. A 
conscious family knows who it is and what it is becoming. For a conscious 
family “togetherness” is the main goal. A togetherness that is sometimes 
imperfect but grounded in human connection and a willingness to embrace 
the present moment as it is rather than it should be. This paradigm shift 
makes room for the full range of pleasant and painful experiences, and can 
pave the way for acceptance, new choices that enable growth, stronger 
relationship and happiness instead of unhealthy habitual reactions that lead 
to division, risky behavior, conflict and even violence.

Ten Components of a Conscious Family are:
1.	 Practice Awareness, Gratitude and Forgiveness regularly

2.	 Loving safe incubator for awakening curiosity and 
creativity, development of personal gifts and talents

3.	 Show mutual honor and respect regardless of age or 
family role

4.	 Parents are nurturing guides on their children’s journey to 
self-awareness and self-actualization

5.	 Parent-child interaction is an opportunity for growth of 
both parent and child

6.	 Communicate with love, compassion, trust and integrity in 
facing everyday challenges

7.	 Nonjudgmental safe harbor for times of grief, loss or crisis

8.	 Has a family vision with values and goals

9.	 Understand interdependence, show generosity in caring 
for self, each other, the community and the planet

10.	 Embrace change and uncertainty as a part of life

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Broward County Public Schools fosters collective participation with parent 
and business communities creating a relationship necessary for students 
to thrive in the educational arena. Its Office of Family and Community 
Engagement facilitates schools, parents, and the community working 
together to promote the health, well-being, and learning for all students.

Communities across America also recognize the need to support family 
involvement in education. Many are pulling together to strengthen education 
because they know it is the key to a strong local economy, a good quality 
of life, and a brighter future for everyone. Research shows that the most 
meaningful partnerships are those where schools, parents, students and 
the community work together to focus on student learning. Parent and 
community engagement that is effectively focused on student learning can 
deliver powerful outcomes.

Many different kinds of community organizations, such as civic groups, 
men’s and women’s associations, service clubs, and religious groups can 
organize support for school age children. In many communities, senior 
citizens put their experience and expertise to work on behalf of children 
through Foster Grandparent programs. Nearly 40 percent of Americans over 
60 years of age are now involved in some type of volunteer activity. Foster 
Grandparents are role models, mentors, and friends to children. The program 
provides a way for volunteers age 55 and over to stay active by serving 
children and youth in their communities. Volunteers can serve as tutors, 
cafeteria monitors, work in the library, or help with after-school activities, 
such as music, art and storytelling. 

Supporting families and schools makes for a better community. Families 
are responsible for raising children, of course, and schools are responsible 
for teaching children. But schools and parents can’t do the job alone. That’s 
where service organizations and agencies, religious groups, volunteer 
groups, clubs, community leaders, and caring citizens can help build true 
partnerships for learning and making their community a better place to live, 
work, and learn.

What can the community do?
Support greater family involvement in education. 
Parents and families can’t sit on the sidelines when it comes to their 
children’s education. They need to be personally involved, every day. Parents 
need to read with children, help with homework, stay in touch with teachers, 
and participate in school activities.

Research shows that when parents get more involved, their children get 
better grades and test scores, graduate from high school at higher rates, 
have greater enrollment in higher education, and are better behaved. In all 
these ways, family involvement in education helps children grow up to be 
productive, responsible members of the community.

Support schools. 
Community members can serve as mentors and volunteers in school. 
In addition, communities can offer after- school, summer learning, and 
recreation programs; locate library and cultural services near to schools; 
make neighborhoods safer and drug-free; encourage the development of 
business-school partnerships to create school-to-work programs; support 
school efforts to develop challenging academic standards; and work to 
improve education in many different ways.

These efforts are rewarded in that communities that have good schools and 
better educated residents are almost always safer and more stable, where 
businesses and families thrive. These communities can also be magnets for 
new businesses and jobs. It is everyone’s responsibility to help children learn. 
Find out what resources are available in your community for young people 
and help expand them. Get personally involved as a volunteer.

How You  Can Support	 Your Child’s Development
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Development

The birth of a baby ushers the beginning of a new life and a new set of 
relationships at the foundation of growth and development in the baby’s 
physical, emotional, social, and mental health. These first experiences 
create the basis for future relationships. Early experiences, including 
early relationships, can influence the baby’s developing brain. Therefore, 
babies need to be attended to by their parents in ways that are attuned 
to their social-emotional needs: consistent, predictable and within a safe 
environment. A wealth of research on brain development supports the 
importance of meeting those needs for the development of trust, empathy, 
compassion, generosity, and conscience. In other words: the relationship of 
babies with their parents plays a key role in how their brain develops. 

When infants and toddlers have been exposed to adverse events such as 
trauma, abuse, neglect, health problems, violence, parental substance abuse 
and attachment challenges, the architecture of the baby’s developing brain 
can be adversely affected. When this disruption happens on a consistent basis 
and the baby’s needs are not met within a safe and nurturing environment, 
then stress levels become toxic. If early interventions are not provided, this 
toxic stress activation can disrupt the wiring of the brain and cause functional 
disruptions that may persist into adulthood. It is important to remember that 
abuse, neglect and other traumatic events impact children differently. Some 
children’s reactions will depend on their developmental level, what their lives 
were like prior to abuse, level of exposure to the trauma, prenatal reactions to 
the trauma and subsequent changes in their living situation. Research shows 
that a supportive relationship with at least one caregiver can provide a buffer 
and positive long-term influences on the child’s development, contributing to 
optimal cognitive, and social-emotional development. 

So, we ask: What about the baby? 
Babies are a window into the essence, the past, and the present experiences 
of their parents. What the baby evokes in his or her parents can provide 
an opportunity for parents to revisit their “ghost in the nursery”, the 
unresolved issues that they carry within them from their own infancy. If these 
experiences are not acknowledged, they can create challenges in the parent-
child relationship, impacting the parents’ overall ability to be present and 
emotionally available to their baby. 

When we speak of shifting mindsets, we are referring to the importance 
of becoming more aware, knowledgeable, and perceptive to the needs of 
infants and toddlers who are impacted by their parents’ negative adverse life 
experiences. These experiences create challenges within the parent-child 
relationship, requiring the attention and treatment by professionals who can 
provide early intervention and prevention services.

Unfortunately, many babies in our communities do not benefit from a consistent 
level of care, despite their parents’ love. These babies often experience 
difficulty in forming trusting relationship that are at the foundation for the 
development of secure relationships. Therefore, as we become more engaged 
in the dialogue of trying to understand the connection between a baby’s 
exposure to negative life experiences and their development, we need to think; 
“If this baby could talk, what would it say? What would it want us to do?”

When we talk about the baby’s need, we have to keep in mind that the 
most important years are between birth to 3, when infants’ brains are 
developing at a fast rate. Therefore, we want to be able to capture this 
window of opportunity as a chance to make lasting changes. We need to 
stand tall, and strong to be the voice for the babies in advocating to policy 
makers, health care professionals, judges, child welfare workers, and early 
childhood educators to begin to shift mindset with the bay’s best interest at 
the forefront. In changing mindset, it is important to focus on the on-going 
partnerships with community agencies that specialize in the early childhood 
population, and other systems and services that can support the child’s 
development, while simultaneously providing intensive support for families 
from a wide range of cultural backgrounds.

Transition is a term used to describe post high school education 
planning processes for students with special needs between the ages of 14 
and 22. Specifically, it is used to help students move from school to work, or 
secondary education. As these students get closer to the time of transition 
(the process of moving from a familiar system to one that is unknown) it often 
leaves them and their families anxious and uncertain about the future. If you 
take some time to develop a comprehensive plan during this period, you can 
be assured that the move to adult services will be less stressful and may 
even be full of pleasant surprises.

During the transition process you may begin to hear some different terms 
that you might not be used to. Supported Employment, IEP (Individual 
Education Plan), IPE (Individual Plan for Employment), VR (Vocational 
Rehabilitation), and a variety of acronyms that may be intimidating at first, 
but once you become more familiar with the transition process, will become 
second nature.

As mentioned above, the process of transition under federal guidelines starts 
at age 14 and continues to age 22. During the ages of 14-17 the focus begins 
with on campus planning activities. Between the ages of 18-22 students 
will begin to experience more real work activities, which often take place at 
offsite locations throughout their community. Have you ever thought about 
your young adult living on their own, getting a job, or moving on to higher 
education? Sheila and I are always speaking with parents and their sons or 
daughters, who will confirm that these accomplishments indeed become a 
reality for the majority of the people we serve. Some adapt more quickly than 
others, so it is important to start planning sooner rather than later. Supported 
Employment for individuals with disabilities is something that we are both 
very familiar with, and will be the focus of the rest of this article.

One of the most important tools utilized in 
transition is Supported Employment. 
This service will help your son or daughter gain and maintain employment 
with the help of a professional, called an employment consultant and/
or job coach. These professionals are tasked with seeking employment 
opportunities with help from you and your son or daughter. This includes 
looking for leads, prepping individuals for interviews, helping with resume 
writing, and arranging for transportation to and from interviews and 
appointments, as needed. They are responsible for helping to protect the 
rights of your son or daughter during the job search process. They also 
assure that these young adults are treated fairly on the job at all times. Job 
coaches will actually go to the job site with your son or daughter to help 
ensure they receive proper training in a style that fits their individual needs. 
If your son or daughter is involved in an employment program, they might be 
able to receive job coaching services for an extended period of time.

The philosophy of supported employment is deeply rooted in the idea that 
everyone has a right to work. It also means that individuals should have the 
opportunity to experience competitive paid employment in a non-segregated 
environment. It is the goal of supported employment to help continue the 
process of integration, and foster the mainstreaming ideology that your 
son or daughter experienced in school. It is believed that if persons with 
disabilities receive equal treatment while on the job, they can also be equal 
partners in society. The self-esteem and pride experienced through gaining 

employment instills a sense of pride and accomplishment from which 
everyone benefits.

Typically, supported employment is funded through the Division of Vocational 
Rehabilitation which covers the initial Phase I process. This phase includes 
discovery, job development, job acquisition, stabilization, and transition to the 
second phase or phase II of supported employment. Phase II, which is often 
referred to as “follow along”, is typically funded through the Medicaid Waiver. 
If individuals are not receiving funding through the waiver, other funding can 
be explored through provider agency grants or Impairment Related Work 
Incentive (IRWE) through Social Security.

Due to the waiting list for APD’s Med Waiver program, employment agencies 
are finding it more and more difficult to serve persons who are not funded for 
Phase II. However, it is recommended that all who are interested in working 
apply to Vocational Rehabilitation as the first step toward employment.

What is it and how do you implement it?
Positive Youth Development (PYD) is a term originated by the Interagency 
Working Group on Youth Programs, a collaboration of twelve federal 
departments and agencies that support youth. 

PYD is defined as an “intentional, pro-social approach that engages youth 
within their communities, schools, organizations, peer groups, and families 
in a manner that is productive and constructive; recognizes, utilizes, and 
enhances youths’ strengths; and promotes positive outcomes for young 
people by providing opportunities, fostering positive relationships, and 
furnishing the support needed to build on their leadership strengths.”

Agencies, schools, and families that implement PYD methodologies see 
young people as the central actors in their own development, creating 
opportunities for youth to develop skills, practical knowledge and wisdom 
through observing, doing and living through experiences.

The PYD approach emphasizes the importance of environment and creating 
opportunities and programs that are available to all young people from 
different walks of life. This interaction promotes the sharing of experiences 
leading to greater insights, understanding, and connections.

The PYD considers the whole young person, not just a single characteristic or 
problem. It is designed to focus on the positive outcomes we desire for young 
people, rather than the negative outcomes we hope to prevent. Although 
stopping a negative behavior is often simpler to address than fostering overall 
positive behavior, carefully nurturing a child in a positive direction creates far 
better long-term outcomes. This takes empathy, patience, and skill, which 
may not come naturally or without training. 

Assuming that we all want to use PYD techniques so 
our children will grow up to be healthy, happy, and 
contributing adults, how do we as an agency, school, 
or family ensure we are practicing Positive Youth 
Development principals?

4-H, the oldest and largest Positive Youth Development agency in the U.S. utilizing 
thousands of researchers across over one hundred land grant universities has 
identified eight essential elements to an effective PYD implementation.

1.	 A positive relationship with a caring adult
2.	 A safe environment
3.	 An inclusive environment
4.	 Engagement in learning
5.	 Opportunity for Mastery
6.	 Opportunity to see oneself as an active participant in 

the future
7.	 Opportunity for self-determination
8.	 Opportunity to value and practice service for others

Youth need to know they are cared about by others and feel a sense of 
connection to others in the group. This “fellowship” is an important part of 
a PYD experience. PYD gives youth the opportunity to feel physically and 
emotionally safe while actively participating in a group.

Current research emphasizes the importance for youth to have opportunities 
for long-term consistent relationships with adults other than parents. 
This research suggests that a sense of belonging may be the single most 
powerful positive ingredient we can add into the lives of children and youth.

Youth need to feel their lives have meaning and purpose. By participating 
in community service, service learning, and citizenship activities, youth 
can connect to communities and learn to give back to others. It’s clear that 
these experiences provide the foundation that fosters altruism and empathy, 
helping us to understand the “big picture” of life while finding meaning and a 
sense of purpose.

In order to develop self-confidence youth need to feel and believe they 
are capable and they must experience for themselves success at solving 
problems and meeting challenges.

By exploring in-depth projects and activities outside of traditional academic 
curriculum, youth receive training in and are allowed sufficient practice time 
to master the skills needed to prepare for a successful career and positive 
life. As part of this, youth need to have a safe environment for making 
mistakes and getting feedback, not just through competition but also as an 
ongoing element of participation. Finally, youth need the breadth and depth of 
topics that allow them to pursue their own interests deeply and expansively. 
Not every child will be interested in the same activity, so PYD does not 
promote a “one-size fits all” approach.

Youth also need to know that they are able to influence people and 
events through decision-making and action. By exercising independence 
through leadership opportunities, youth mature in self-discipline and 
responsibility, learn to better understand themselves and become 
independent thinkers.

Achieving all of this while having fun and maintaining a stimulating 
environment for young people that are easily bored or distracted is the last 
great challenge for a well-designed PYD program, but vital to maintaining 
a high level of engagement. Only when youth are engaged in their own 
projects and plans do they feel inspired to take on the responsibility for their 
own learning and development, with the security of mind that they will be 
supported and trained by adults that are committed to their success.

Implementing the Positive Youth Development methodology requires a big 
commitment on the part of agencies, schools, and families, but the dividends 
are definitely worth it. Nurturing our children and encouraging them to 
become the future business and civic leaders of our community is an exciting 
prospect. Every child should be seen for the unrealized potential they are.

PYD: Positive Youth Development

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Students have many options they can pursue immediately after high school 
graduation. This includes preparing to go directly into the workplace, working 
in the home, going into the military, pursuing a college education or any 
combination of these. Surprisingly, 80% of high school graduates in the U.S. 
immediately enroll in 2 or 4-year colleges after graduation. 

Parental influence is a major factor in a child’s decision-making process. 
Since most students choose to go to college after high school, here are some 
recommendations for parents and caregivers on how to prepare as early as 
elementary school: 

•	 Begin by reflecting on your own experiences in school and how your 
experiences might influence your child’s decision. Growing up, did you 
love school? Did you enjoy learning and studying? Or, did you hate school 
and struggle academically? Were you sure about what you wanted to 
do with your life after high school? What help or advice did you receive, 
or would you liked to have received from school counselors, teachers, 
mentors or others about preparing for your future? 

•	 Next, examine your beliefs about the costs and benefits of a college 
education and how your personal beliefs might influence your child’s 
decision. Do you believe college is a good investment? If you attended 
college, was your experience the opportunity of a lifetime? Do you 
believe a college degree is the new diploma? Or, do you think college is 
a bad investment? Did you earn a degree in an area unrelated to your 
current career or profession? Do you believe it’s difficult to get a decent 
paying job without a college degree? Do you think it is unwise to take out 
enormous loans to earn a degree with no guarantee it will pay off?

•	 Pay close attention to your child’s interests and talents. How does he or 
she spend their free time? What are their hobbies? What are their natural 
talents? Monitoring their skills and abilities will give you insight into 
potential career fields and academic majors to consider. Get feedback 
and buy-in from your child and honor their preferences. Then show 
support for their career choice by seeking out or providing opportunities 
to join clubs and organizations, volunteer, obtain private lessons or 
tutoring to further develop their skills. Be aware of any strong desires you 
have to influence your child to “follow in your footsteps,” or dissuade them 
based on your predictions about how much money you think they will 
make, or their chances of finding a job. Not every career path leads to a 
college degree and for some professions a degree is mandatory. Students 
who are pressured or forced to pursue a career or academic major 
that does not interest them generally do not perform well; change their 
academic major often; incur additional costs and take longer to graduate. 

•	 Make sure your child’s school is committed to preparing students for 
college and careers, more commonly known as graduating “college and 
career ready.” Employers and college educators both look for similar 
knowledge, skills, work habits and aptitudes in students. Therefore, 
students should be taught the same skills and knowledge regardless of 
their future aspirations or post-graduation plans. In offering a balanced 
course of study, students gain both the practical skills needed to get a 
job after graduation and the preparation needed to make satisfactory 
academic progress in college. 

•	 Don’t be disappointed if your child chooses not to attend college. 
(Alternatively, don’t be disappointed if your child chooses any other 
option.) Refrain from comparing your child to their siblings or other 
children their age. Never tell them they are “not college material” 
or predict they will “never amount to anything.” To an employer, a 
degree isn’t simply a piece of paper to be taken at face value. All 
employees are expected to work hard and be good at what they do. In 
some cases, employees without a degree are more self-sufficient and 
live happier lives than their peers or subordinates who have college 
degrees. However, it is important to know that recent study by the U.S. 
Department of Labor and the Georgetown University Center on Education 
and the Workforce shows that by 2020 employers will need 22 million 
workers with college degrees.

Preparing  
Students for  College

When prestigious Merck Manual named its 100 most important medical 
breakthroughs of the 20th Century, No. 2 on the list was large-scale vaccinations 
against infectious diseases—right behind the No. 1 advance, antibiotics.

“Heart transplants are very dramatic, but how many does that help? 
Vaccinations have prevented millions of deaths,” said the Merck editor, Dr. 
Robert Berkow.

Mass immunization campaigns have proven so safe and successful that few 
parents—even doctors—have seen measles, mumps, chickenpox or a dozen 
other fast-spreading killers from the 1900s. 

“Vaccines have helped us wipe out diseases that used to kill our children by 
the thousands,” says Dr. Paula Thaqi, Director of the Florida Department of 
Health in Broward County (DOH-Broward). “But cases are occurring among 
unvaccinated children. Vaccines are safe and effective. Parents who want to 
protect their children should have them fully immunized.”

The best place to get children inoculated is by your health care provider. 
Parents concerned about vaccine costs should know that federal law requires 
health insurers to cover all recommended vaccines for free, although some 
doctors charge for an office visit to administer them. 

Families who lack health coverage can get free or low-cost vaccinations from 
DOH-Broward. The state requires all students to have their shots before they 
can enter school. 

Required shots are:
•	 Diphtheria, tetanus and pertussis (whooping cough) – Four or five doses 

of DTaP vaccine are given to babies and pre-schoolers to prevent these 
bacterial diseases. A booster dose, TDaP, is given before seventh grade.

•	 Polio – Three to five doses are given to babies and pre-schoolers against 
the virus.

•	 Measles, mumps, rubella (German measles) – Two doses of MMR vaccine 
are given to babies and pre-schoolers to protect against these viruses.

•	 Varicella (chickenpox) – Two doses are given to babies and pre-schoolers. 
A booster dose is given before seventh grade. Among adults, varicella virus 
can re-emerge and cause the painful skin condition called shingles.

•	 Hepatitis B—Three doses are given to babies to ward off the virus.

Additional vaccines are not required for school but 
are critical to protect babies and children:
•	 Annual flu vaccine – Either a shot or nasal mist, starting at age six months.

•	 Rotavirus – Three doses for babies. 

•	 Haemophilus influenzae B – Three or four doses for babies.

•	 Pneumococcal disease – Four doses for babies.

•	 Hepatitis A – Two doses for babies.

Broward County immunization rates for school-aged children are improving. 
More than 94 percent of kindergarteners and 96 percent of seventh graders 
had all their shots as of fall 2015.

However, some families fall behind in protecting their babies under age 2. A 
state survey in 2015 found that 16 percent of Broward babies did not have 
all their shots. DOH-Broward has implemented Shots by 2, a program sends 
families reminder postcards whenever their baby is due for a shot.

Protecting adolescents is crucial, as well. DOH-Broward has a project 
emphasizing the need for the vaccine against human papillomavirus, a 
sexually transmitted infection that can lead to cervical cancer and other 
malignancies. Girls and boys can start the three-dose vaccine at age 11.

HPV vaccination rates are low. In 2013, only half of Florida girls and 28 
percent of Florida boys got a first dose of HPV vaccine, according to the 
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC). Only 34 percent of girls 
and 13 percent of boys got all three doses. Rates in South Florida are thought 
to be similar. 

“The HPV vaccine is cancer prevention,” Thaqi says. 

Also recommended starting at age 11 is vaccine against meningitis, a 
potential killer that often strikes teens and college students.

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Drowning is the leading cause of injury death to children from 1 to 4
years old. The majority of children who drown in home pools were not
expected to be in or even near the pool. Most children who drown in a home
pool enter the water without the knowledge of their parent or caregiver.

Children need capable, close and constant supervision, especially
toddlers who easily and quickly leave a safe, supervised area unnoticed.

SIMPLE STEPS SAVE LIVES
The loss of a child is devastating to parents, siblings, grandparents,
relatives and to a community. Drowning is almost always preventable with
simple steps.

Parents need to talk to their child about water safety. 

Here are Some Ideas to Start With:
1. “Don't go near a pool without an adult.” This is the most important

water safety conversation to have because it is so simple. 
2. “If you see someone struggling in the water, don't jump in to help.

Run and get an adult. And if you fall into a pool, don't panic, turn around,
find the wall, and climb out or yell for help.”

3. Practice this skill in the pool with your child. Have the child practice
wearing clothing to experience the sensation.

Remember Water Safety
• It Can Happen to You. Many parents who lost a child to drowning

never considered that their child could be at risk; they just didn’t
realize how close the danger was.

• Take ownership of your child’s safety. Never rely on responsible
behavior from your child, another child or other adults. Know who is
watching your child when you can’t be there.

• Don’t Multitask. Pool time means your full attention IS needed to
properly supervise. Drowning happens quickly; most children die who
are under water for as little as 6 minutes.

• Have a response plan. If your child is missing, check the water first –
whether it is the pool, lake, canal or tub. Know CPR.

Remember: Children who drown do not scream, splash or struggle.
They silently slip beneath the water, and usually with a parent nearby.

Designate yourself or an adult supervisor to act as a Kid Watcher
regardless of whether the water nearby is an ocean, lake, water park, pool
or bathtub. It is also important to install multiple layers of protection to
prevent childhood drownings. 
• Install Child Proof Doors And Locks On All Interior Door Environments

> Door handles should be 5 feet above ground level
> Always keep locked

• Install Alarms on Access Doors to Pools, Spas, and All Water
Environments
> Do not deactivate alarms
> If the alarm can be temporarily deactivated for an adult to open the
door, the deactivate button should be out of children’s reach

• Install 4-Sided Isolation Fencing Separating The Pool And/Or
Backyard Lake From The Home And From All Access Doors 
And Entrances
> Always leave the barrier in place when the pool is not in use
> Gates should be 5 feet tall, self-closing and self-latching

• Install A Floating Pool Alarm
> Do not deactivate alarm
> Consider having the pool alarm connected into your home alarm

• Learn CPR And Rescue Techniques
> Anyone over age 14 in your home should have CPR training
> Babysitters and caregivers should also be trained
> 911 dispatchers can give CPR instruction over the phone

Water Smart Broward:
Protecting Our Children Around Water
Provided by Water Smart Broward!
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I’ll never forget it. I had yelled at my young son for leaving his socks on the 
living room rug AGAIN. Once I cooled down I apologized for losing my temper 
over something so petty. His honest reply was, “It’s ok, Mommy, I’m used to 
you yelling.” Ouch!

I want my son to be honest and kind even when he is angry, but I was 
setting a terrible example. I resolved to find a better way to express 
my anger at both small annoyances and larger issues. I found it in 
Nonviolent Communication, psychologist Marshall Rosenberg’s process for 
communicating with compassion. 

Nonviolent Communication assumes we are all capable of connecting deeply 
with others, with open hearts. We are naturally compassionate, wanting to 
save those we care about from feeling pain and sorrow. We can express this 
compassion and empathy through our thoughts, words and actions. 

The recipe is simple:
	 I say what I see (“Observation”)
	 I say what I feel (“Feelings”)
	 I say what I need (“Needs”)
	 I ask for what I want (“Request”)

Before I discovered Nonviolent Communication, I would either nag my son 
constantly about his bad habits or keep my annoyance inside, until something 
would trigger an explosion. You can imagine how well those techniques 
worked to change his habits and behavior—not very well! Instead he would 
react defensively, things would escalate, and we’d both end up yelling—not a 
great way to solve problems or model good communication skills.

I discovered that if I used Nonviolent Communication, he was less defensive, 
and I was less angry. The fundamental difference, besides a clean living 
room, is that we can communicate our feelings without having to experience 
the stress of anger. No anger, no yelling, no defensiveness—no question: this 
is a better way to communicate. 

Back to the socks on the living room rug, as an example of using 
Nonviolent Communication:

Observation: I say what I see. I don’t tell him how sloppy he is. I just 
tell him what I observe: “I see your socks are on the rug.” It’s important to 
separate my observation (socks on the rug) from judgment and blame (You’re 
a slob!). It’s not his character I dislike—just his actions.

Feelings: I say what I feel. I say, “I feel annoyed when I see your socks on 
the rug.” I link my observation to my feeling, without blaming or shaming him. 
I also take responsibility for my feelings, focusing on how I feel, not what he 
did. Other people don’t cause my thoughts, feelings and actions—I choose 
how I handle situations and how I feel about them. 

Needs: I say what I need. “I am annoyed at the socks on the rug because 
I value a tidy, peaceful home that I’m proud to share with guests.” Why do I 
even get upset about socks on the rug? Because I need to feel proud of my 
tidy living room and feel ready for unexpected guests. Socks destroy that 
prepared feeling and ruin that peaceful invitation. I’m unhappy because my 
needs aren’t being met.

Of course, socks on the rug aren’t a big deal—but my needs are. When I 
recognize the link between my feelings and my needs, I am giving myself 
empathy. When I express this connection to my son, I show him that my 
annoyance is connected to something important. If he understands my 
needs, he can practice empathy for me and express his natural compassion. 
And through my example, he can learn to give himself empathy by connecting 
his own feelings to his own important needs.

Request: I ask for what I want. I ask my son, “Would you be willing to put 
your socks in your own room when you take them off instead of leaving them 
on the living room rug?” This request suggests something he can do that 
would help me fulfill my needs. I’m specific about what I would like. I express 
what I want, not what I don’t want, using positive language to focus on the 
desired result. And I’m not blaming, shaming or interrogating—so he has no 
need to get defensive. 

Nonviolent Communication is not an instant fix, or a way to get people to 
do what I want. Occasionally there are still socks on the living room rug, 
and sometimes when I make a request of my son, the answer is no. But 
our interactions are much less stressful. I just calmly repeat the recipe (I 
make an observation, express my feeling, link it to my need, and make my 
request). Often, I can stop with the observation—he gets the message 
immediately, and because he is an honest and kind person, he almost always 
helps me fulfill my need. I think my son would agree that using Nonviolent 
Communication has helped us both yell less and feel closer to each other, 
even in conflict situations. Whether it’s socks on the rug or more important 
issues, Nonviolent Communication helps us both be more honest and kinder. 
That’s a winning recipe!

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Something is happening in Florida…
something very dangerous, very wrong, and it involves our children and 
youth. Child sex trafficking—the very phrase makes people tend to look 
the other way and believe their children could never be victimized by such 
crimes. Yet these crimes are happening in our own communities and to our 
own children. Our Kids Are Not For Sale—and the more we understand this 
world of child sex trafficking, the better we can prevent it. 

Here are a few important facts to keep in mind 
about child sex trafficking:

The average age a child is trafficked into the 
sex trade is just 11-14 years old.

90% of child sex traffic victims have a history of 
earlier child sexual abuse.

Up to 300,000 American children are lured into 
the commercial sex trade every year. 

With these alarming statistics, where do we begin in the battle to keep our 
children safe from trafficking? Since 90% of child sex traffic victims have a 
sexual abuse history, doesn’t it make sense that we safeguard all children 
with education and knowledge at an early age so they never become abuse 
victims in the first place? 

Prevention Education Is Key. 
Children are educated about fire safety and pool safety. They learn to call 
911 in emergencies. They are taught about stranger danger. But what are 
we teaching them about adults in their lives who may intend to harm them? 
Often, we teach them to trust and obey the very adults who end up abusing 
or exploiting them. 

95% of abuse and exploitation of children is preventable with education 
(Child Molestation Research & Prevention Institute, Inc.). Every child deserves 
the right to be safe, have a voice and know how to access help. However, 
even more importantly every adult must be educated to be the first line of 
defense in a child’s safety. So what steps can you take right now to help keep 
your children safe? Approach the topic of personal safety with your children 
through fun not fear. Children as young as 4 can understand important 
concepts of personal safety such as safe touch/unsafe touch, circle of safe 
adults, check first, and a host of other critical life safety skills. 

The adults in their lives should also receive training on how to speak to the 
children in a language of safety that is comfortable, age-appropriate and 
consistent. This adult component of personal safety is crucial to protecting 
children from abuse– is it fair to place all the responsibility of safety and 
prevention on our kids? How can we expect them to speak up when many 
adults aren’t comfortable or aren’t quite sure how to advocate for these 
children? It is our responsibility as adults to protect children in every way 
possible, and education is the first step.

Imagine if every child in this country received some kind of prevention 
education. Now imagine someone trying to lure a well-educated teen. This 
teen would understand red flag signals, have a safety voice, and talk with 
someone in his or her circle of safe adults. Even a little hesitation on a child’s 
part could dissuade a trafficker from pursuing him or her. 

We all need to send a strong message to people everywhere –we care and 
we will do everything in our power to protect them. Most importantly, “Our 
Kids Are Not For Sale!”

The Early Learning Coalition of Broward 
County, Inc. (ELC) leads the way to brighter futures by providing 
more than 26,000 Broward children with early care and education services 
funded by federal, state, county, local, and private sources totaling nearly 
$90 million. ELC oversees two state-wide early education programs: 
School Readiness (available to families who are at or below 150% 
of the Federal Poverty Level and are employed or engaged in an eligible 
educational activity a minimum of 20 hours per week) and Voluntary 
Pre-Kindergarten (VPK—a free early learning program for children 
turning 4 on or before September 1st or who turned 5 between February 
2nd through September 1st). These programs prepare Broward County 
children for kindergarten and school by providing access to quality child 
care programs to ensure academic success. It is the ELC’s vision that all 
children in Broward County will enter kindergarten socially, emotionally, 
physically, cognitively and behaviorally ready to learn and families will have 
comprehensive early care and education services readily available to them in 
order to be stable and strong. For more information please visit our website 
at www.elcbroward.org.

Effective July and September of 2015, two new community-based 
organizations are responsible for administering School Readiness (SR), 
Voluntary Pre-Kindergarten (VPK), and providing child care resource and 
referral services to Broward county families with funds from ELC. 

Child Care Resource and Referral (CCR&R) 
CCR&R services are being provided by 2-1-1 Broward (www.211-broward.
org). CCR&R is the “front door” to Broward’s early care and education 
system. All residents of Broward County having questions about child 
development, child care services, school-age care services, affordable child 
care options, special needs, and other family services can contact 2-1-1 

Broward Resource and Referral services program, without regard to income 
or individual circumstances. Resource and Referral Specialists are available 
by telephone Monday-Friday 8am-8pm and Saturday 8am-4pm at 954–537–
0211 to assist callers and provide resources and referrals. Families looking 
for an early care and education child care program provider will receive 
referrals based on the parent’s needs. The CCR&R will also provide parents 
an opportunity to participate in child screenings to determine developmental 
milestones, as well as assist families with resource and referrals for financial 
assistance or community resources.

Eligibility, Enrollment and Fiscal 
Administration for SR, VPK, and other 
Financially Assisted Child Care Programs  
funded through ELC are being managed by Broward Regional Health 
Planning Council (BRHPC—www.brhpc.org). BRHPC determines eligibility 
for financially assisted child care, manages enrollments and payments to 
childcare providers. BRHPC has launched a new Re-determination Portal 
(www.browardchildcare.org) so that parents currently receiving financial 
assistance can easily have their eligibility determined and updated on-line. 
Parents can also use the site to request School Readiness (SR) or VPK 
provider transfers. BRHPC will see walk-in clients at their office location (200 
Oakwood Lane, Suite 100 Hollywood, FL—Oakwood Plaza across from the 
movie theater) or other out-post site locations available in the community, 
including all CareerSource Broward sites.

Parents who need help paying for child care should apply for School 
Readiness services via the state’s Family Portal at https://familyservices.
floridaearlylearning.com/. Parents with 4-year old children can apply for VPK 
services by visiting the same website.

Every licensed child care facility 
must meet the minimum state child 
care licensing standards pursuant 
to s.

•	 A working fire extinguisher and documented 

monthly fire drills with children and staff.

Training Requirements
❑ 	40-hour introductory child care training.
❑ 	10-hour in-service training annually.
❑ 	0.5 continuing education unit of approved

❑	 Equip with age and developmentally 

appropriate toys.
❑	 Provide appropriate bathroom facilities and 

other furnishings.
❑	 Provide isolation area for children who become 

ill.
❑	 Practice proper hand washing, toileting, and 

diapering activities.

Quality child care offers healthy, social, and 
educational experiences under qualified 
supervision in a safe, nurturing, and stimulating 
environment.

Children in these settings participate in daily, age-
appropriate activities that help develop essential 
skills, build independence and instill self-respect. 
When evaluating the quality of a child care setting, 
the following indicators should be considered:

Quality Activities
❑	 Are children initiated and teacher facilitated.
❑	 Include social interchanges with all children.
❑	 Are expressive including play, painting, 

drawing, story telling, music, dancing, and 
other varied activities.

❑	 Include exercise and coordination development.
❑	 Include free play and organized activities.
❑	 Include opportunities for all children to read, be 

creative, explore, and problem-solve.

Quality Caregivers
❑	 Are friendly and eager to care for children.
❑	 Accept family cultural and ethnic differences.
❑	 Are warm, understanding, encouraging, and 

responsive to each child’s individual needs.
❑	 Use a pleasant tone of voice and freqently hold, 

cuddle, and talk to the children.
❑	 Help children manage their behavior in a 

positive, constructive, and non-threatening 
manner.

❑	 Allow children to play alone or in small groups.
❑	 Are attentive to and interact with the children.
❑	 Provide stimulating, interesting, and 

educational activities.
❑	 Demonstrate knowledge of social and 

emotional needs and developmental tasks for 
all children.

❑	 Communicate with parents.

Quality Environments
❑	 Are clean, safe, inviting, comfortable, child-

friendly.
❑	 Provide easy access to age-appropriate toys.
❑	 Display children’s activities and creations.
❑	 Provide a safe and secure environment that 

fosters the growing independence of all 
children.

Parent’s Role
A parent’s role in quality child care is vital:
❑	 Inquire about the qualifications and experience 

of child care staff, as well as staff turnover.
❑	 Know the facility’s policies and procedures.
❑	 Communicate directly with caregivers.
❑	 Visit and observe the facility.
❑	 Participate in special activities, meetings, and 

conferences.
❑	 Talk to your child about their daily experiences 

in child care.
❑	 Arrange alternate care for their child when they 

are sick.
❑	 Familiarize yourself with the child care 

standards used to license the child care facility.

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The performing arts and music education is a much needed outlet for 
many South Florida youth. However, major budget cuts have resulted in the 
elimination of the arts from schools across the nation. Participation in the 
performing arts has been proven to enrich the lives of youth who are searching 
for their inner-selves at the most influential and pivotal time of their lives.

Youth who may be shy or feel like social outcasts often thrive in creative 
environments. Being surrounded by like-minded, creative individuals help 
young people feel comfortable enough to be their true selves and open up 
about their feelings. Performing Arts curriculum like those found at Parkway 
Middle School of the Arts and Encore Performing Arts Center creatively use 
public speaking, spoken word, script writing, improvisation, role play, arts, 
music and dance to uncover common issues experienced by adolescents. 
Engaging youth, in a creative setting, help them identify and overcome 
life’s challenges. After participating in arts programs, children who might 
otherwise lose interest in academia or drop out of school, altogether, become 
enthusiastic learners.

A study by the Arts Education Partnership shows that arts programs keep 
children in school. Children who participate in the performing arts are 
four times more likely to attend college and be recognized for academic 
achievement than children who are never exposed to disciplines like acting, 
dance, singing and music. Academically, they tend to have higher reading and 
math scores. Socially, they tend to have high self-esteem, are confident when 
speaking in public, are great problem solvers, better at following directions, 
and make better team players. Culturally, they tend to embrace diversity and 
appreciate different cultures. (Arts Education Partnership, 2006)

1. 	Music programs are constantly in danger of being cut from 
shrinking school budgets even though they’re proven to 
improve academics.[1]

2. 	Children who study a musical instrument are more likely 
to excel in all of their studies, work better in teams, have 
enhanced critical thinking skills, stay in school, and pursue 
further education. [2]

3. 	Children who study music tend to have larger vocabularies 
and more advanced reading skills than their peers who do 
not participate in music lessons.[3]

4. 	Children who study music have higher math and  
reading scores.[4]

5. 	Arts education helps prepare students for college  
and careers. [5]

6.	 Arts education can help close the achievement gap. [6]

The ability to create is something that should not be taken away. In so many 
ways youth benefit from participating in the arts giving them the confidence 
they need to excel in life. Young people who participate in the performing 
arts know that it is ok to be different. In fact, they celebrate and encourage 
uniqueness. Parents who understand its value have resorted to spending 
an exorbitant amount of money for their children to participate in programs 
that offer training in the arts. Unfortunately, participation in such programs 
is short lived as the cost of living steadily increases while salaries do not. 
Thankfully, there are foundations and endowments, across the nation, which 
continue to provide financial support to schools and non-profit organizations, 
enabling young people to reap the benefits of arts education.

CUIDADO DE NIÑOS ANTES Y 
DESPUES DEL HORARIO ESCOLAR
El cuidado de niños antes y después de la escuela 
(BASCC por sus siglas en inglés) ofrece a los 
estudiantes un ambiente seguro, cómodo y, propicio 
para el aprendizaje y esparcimiento. BASCC promueve 
un programa de enriquecimiento que incluye el 
desarrollo social, emocional, intelectual y físico. Estos 
programas pueden ser administrados en las escuelas 
ya sea por la Junta Escolar o por un proveedor privado.
Durante el cuidado de niños antes y después de la 
escuela, los estudiantes tienen la oportunidad de 
comer un refrigerio, hacer sus tareas con ayuda de 
un consejero y luego, participar de varias actividades 
programadas. Estas incluyen actividades que 
fomentan el desarrollo académico como, sesiones 
de tecnología, juego creativo o arte dramático, 
actividades al aire libre para promover la salud y las de 
elección libre. Estos servicios de cuidado se brindan 
en días escolares operativos, incluyendo los días de 
salida escolar temprana (early release days).

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Según la Evaluación de Necesidades de Servicios Humanos Integrales de 
2014 (Comprehensive Human Services Needs Assessment), los servicios 
para niños y familias se ubicaban en la categoría de financiamiento más 
alta en el Condado Broward. Estos recursos se aplican a programas muy 
necesarios, diseñados para llenar las brechas en satisfacer las necesidades 
básicas y contener los factores de riesgo que afectan la salud y bienestar 
de la familia y la persona en nuestra comunidad. Aunque algo de atención 
se da a los programas de intervención temprana, como se señala en las 
recomendaciones del Informe, se necesita agregar más recursos a las 
soluciones preventivas para que las familias construyan una resistencia. 
Esto no solo le ahorra a los contribuyentes dólares a largo plazo, sino que 
también ayuda a crear una comunidad social y emocionalmente saludable, 
más productiva y feliz.

Esto hace surgir la pregunta: ¿Cómo construir una 
comunidad resistente? ¿Cómo asegurar que haya 
resultados más sostenibles para nuestras familias?

Una Cultura de Resistencia para la Comunidad
La forma más efectiva para construir una cultura de resistencia para la comunidad 
es creando familias resistentes o Familias Conscientes, empoderándolas con las 
herramientas que construyen no sólo un bienestar físico, sino también mental y 
emocional. Los estudios psicológicos ahora muestran el impacto de la plenitud 
mental, la inteligencia emocional y otros enfoques de corazón-mente-cuerpo de 
la psicología positiva sobre la construcción de la resistencia. Practicar la plenitud 
mental puede tener efectos beneficiosos para la salud, impactos neurológicos en 
la habilidad de una persona de responder y autoregularse en el momento de los 
estresantes y detonantes, así como impactos cognitivos y conductuales en tomar 
decisiones y mostrar bondad a uno mismo y a los demás.

Plenitud Mental e Inteligencia Emocional
Jon Kabat-Zinn define a la Plenitud Mental como “prestar atención en el 
momento presente, sin juicios y con curiosidad con respecto al desenvolvimiento 
de la vida en cada momento”. Según Daniel Goleman, la Inteligencia Emocional 
es la capacidad de ser autoconsciente, regular emociones, estar internamente 
motivado, mostrar empatía y estar socialmente consciente.

Aunque estos métodos están penetrando en nuestras escuelas, hospitales, 
instituciones sociales y de justicia criminal, la mayoría de las familias, 
particularmente las de bajos ingresos y las poblaciones minoritarias, no están 
bien equipadas para cultivar los hábitos saludables del corazón y la mente. La 
autoconsciencia, la plenitud mental y la inteligencia emocional simplemente no 
están integradas en el estilo de vida occidental. Un compromiso más profundo 
con el dinero y la agenda hacia esta causa nos ahorra dinero, tiempo y mucho 
dolor a nuestras familias, siempre y cuando estemos preparados para asumir el 
enfoque a largo plazo sin remedios fáciles.

¿Qué es Una Familia Consciente?
Una familia consciente es un espacio imperfecto, en evolución, seguro y 
amoroso donde cada miembro puede ser completamente uno mismo, sin 
juicios, puede aprender las herramientas para ser autoconsciente y vivir su 
potencial al máximo, además de servir a la sociedad de forma positiva. Una 
familia consciente sabe lo que es y en lo que se está transformando. Para una 
familia consciente, el concepto de “unión” es la meta principal. Una unión que a 
veces es imperfecta, pero que se basa en la conexión humana y en la voluntad 
de abrazar el momento presente como es y no como debería ser.

Este cambio de paradigma hace espacio para el rango completo de experiencias 
gratas y dolorosas, y puede pavimentar el camino de la aceptación, las nuevas 
elecciones que permiten el crecimiento, relaciones más sólidas y felicidad, en 
lugar de reacciones habituales no saludables que conllevan a la división, el 
comportamiento riesgoso, el conflicto e incluso la violencia.

Diez Componentes de Una Familia 
Consciente son:
1.	 Practicar la Conscientización, Gratitud y Perdón con regularidad

2.	 Incubar el amor y la seguridad para hacer despertar la curiosidad y 
creatividad, el desarrollo de dones y talentos personales

3.	 Mostrar honor y respeto mutuos, independientemente de la edad 
o el rol familiar

4.	 Los padres son guías protectoras de los viajes de sus hijos hacia 
la autoconsciencia y la autorrealización

5.	 La interacción entre padres e hijos es una oportunidad de 
crecimiento tanto para padres como hijos

6.	 Comunicarse con amor, compasión, confianza e integridad para 
afrontar los desafíos diarios

7.	 Ser un refugio seguro que no juzgue para los momentos de 
aflicción, pérdida o crisis

8.	 Tener una visión de familia con valores y metas

9.	 Comprender la interdependencia, mostrar generosidad en cuidarse

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Las Escuelas públicas del Condado de Broward promueven la participación 
colectiva con las comunidades de padres y negocios, creando una relación 
necesaria para que los estudiantes prosperen en el campo educativo. 
Su Oficina de Participación de Familias y Comunidades facilita el trabajo 
conjunto entre escuelas, padres y la comunidad para promover la salud, el 
bienestar y el aprendizaje para todos los estudiantes.

Las comunidades a lo largo de los Estados Unidos también reconocen la 
necesidad de apoyar la participación dela familia en la educación. Muchos 
están aunando esfuerzos para fortalecer la educación porque saben que es 
la clave para tener una economía local sólida, una buena calidad de vida y 
un futuro más brillante para todos. Las investigaciones demuestran que las 
alianzas más significativas son aquellas donde escuelas, padres, estudiantes 
y la comunidad trabajan juntos para enfocarse en el aprendizaje de los 
estudiantes. Una participación de padres y comunidades enfocada de forma 
efectiva en el aprendizaje estudiantil puede ofrecer resultados poderosos.

Muchos tipos distintos de organizaciones comunitarias, tales como grupos 
cívicos, asociaciones de hombres y mujeres, clubes de servicios y grupos 
religiosos pueden organizarse para apoyar a los niños en edad escolar. En 
muchas comunidades, los adultos mayores contribuyen con sus experiencias 
y conocimientos para trabajar a favor de los niños y mediante programas 
de Abuelos adoptivos. Casi el 40% de los Estadounidenses mayores de 60 
años están ahora involucrados en algún tipo de actividad voluntaria. Los 
Abuelos adoptivos son modelos a seguir, mentores y amigos de los niños. El 
programa ofrece una manera en que los voluntarios de 55 años en adelante 
permanezcan activos, atendiendo a niños y jóvenes en sus comunidades. Los 
voluntarios pueden apoyar como tutores, supervisores de cafetería, trabajar 
en la biblioteca o ayudar con actividades después de clases, como música, 
arte y narración de cuentos.

Las familias y escuelas que se apoyan entre sí forman una mejor comunidad. 
Las familias son responsables de criar a sus hijos, por supuesto, y las 
escuelas son responsables de enseñarles. Pero tanto escuelas como padres 
no pueden hacer el trabajo solos. Allí es donde las organizaciones y agencias 
de servicios, grupos religiosos, grupos de voluntarios, clubes, líderes de 
comunidades y ciudadanos preocupados pueden ayudar a formar verdaderas 
asociaciones de aprendizaje y hacer de su comunidad un mejor lugar donde 
vivir, trabajar y aprender.

¿Qué puede hacer la comunidad?
Apoyar una mayor participación de la familia en  
la educación.
Los padres y familias no pueden sentarse al margen en lo que respecta a la 
educación de sus hijos. Tienen que estar personalmente involucrados, todos los 
días. Los padres necesitan leer con los niños, ayudarles con sus tareas, estar 
en contacto con los profesores y participar en las actividades escolares.

Las investigaciones demuestran que cuando los padres se involucran 
más, sus hijos obtienen mejores notas y puntuaciones en las pruebas, un 
número mayor de estudiantes se gradúa de la escuela secundaria y estos 
se comportan mejor. En todas estas formas, la participación de la familia 
en la educación ayuda a los niños a crecer para ser miembros productivos y 
responsables de la comunidad.

Apoyar a las escuelas.
Los miembros de la comunidad pueden apoyar como mentores y voluntarios 
en la escuela. Además, las comunidades pueden ofrecer programas después 
de clases, enseñanza de verano y programas recreativos; ubicar servicios 
de biblioteca y culturales cerca a las escuelas; incrementar la seguridad y la 
ausencia de drogas en los vecindarios; animar el desarrollo de asociaciones 
entre negocios y escuelas para crear programas “de la escuela al trabajo”; 
apoyar los esfuerzos de las escuelas en desarrollar estándares académicos 
desafiantes; y trabajar para mejorar la educación de muchas formas distintas.

Estos esfuerzos se ven recompensados de la siguiente manera: las 
comunidades que tienen buenas escuelas y, por ende, residentes mejor 
educados, son siempre más seguras y más estables, y los negocios y familias 
prosperan. Estas comunidades también pueden ser imanes para nuevos 
negocios y trabajos. Es responsabilidad de todo ayudar a los niños a aprender. 
Averigüe qué recursos se encuentran disponibles en su comunidad para los 
jóvenes y ayude a propagarlos. Participe personalmente como voluntario.

La Oficina de Participación de Familias y Comunidades se dedica a crear y 
apoyar las asociaciones entre escuelas, familias y comunidad. Como recurso 
central para la participación de la familiar, FACE se esfuerza por involucrar e 
informar a los padres líderes y familias como socios esenciales que ayudan a 
los estudiantes a lograr la excelencia académica, así como estar preparados 
para la universidad y el trabajo.

Nuestro enfoque principal consiste en realzar las estrategias de 
participación de los padres para promover los logros de los estudiantes. 
Las responsabilidades específicas incluyen: ofrecer a padres y familias los 
recursos necesarios para ayudarlos a desempeñarse como los primeros 
profesores de sus hijos; apoyar su asesoría como consejeros y responsables 
de tomar las decisiones en la práctica y proceso de la educación de su hijo;

Cómo contribuir	 al Desarrollo de Su Hijo
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El nacimiento de un bebé acompaña el inicio de una nueva vida y un nuevo 
conjunto de relaciones que serán los cimientos del crecimiento y desarrollo 
de la salud física, emocional, social y mental del bebé. Estas primeras 
experiencias crean la base de las relaciones futuras. Las experiencias 
tempranas, incluyendo las primeras relaciones, pueden influir en el cerebro 
en desarrollo del bebé. Por tanto, los bebés tienen que ser atendidos 
por sus padres de forma que estén sintonizados con sus necesidades 
socioemocionales: consistentes, predecibles y dentro de un ambiente 
seguro. Una enriquecedora investigación sobre el desarrollo del cerebro 
apoya la importancia de conocer aquellas necesidades para el desarrollo 
de la confianza, empatía, compasión, generosidad y consciencia. En otras 
palabras, la relación de los bebés con sus padres juega un papel clave en la 
manera en que su cerebro se desarrolla.

Cuando los bebés y niños pequeños han sido expuestos a efectos adversos, 
como por ejemplo un trauma, abuso, negligencia, problemas de salud, 
violencia, abuso de sustancias de los padres y desafíos de apego, la 
arquitectura del cerebro en desarrollo del bebé puede verse negativamente 
afectada. Cuando esta interrupción ocurre de forma consistente y las 
necesidades del bebé no se satisfacen dentro de un ambiente seguro y 
enriquecedor, entonces los niveles de estrés se vuelven tóxicos. Si no se 
proveen intervenciones tempranas, esta activación del estrés tóxico puede 
interrumpir las conexiones del cerebro y causar interrupciones funcionales 
que pueden persistir hasta la adultez. Es importante recordar que el abuso, 
la negligencia y otros eventos traumáticos tienen distintos impactos en los 
niños. Las reacciones de algunos niños dependerán de su nivel de desarrollo, 
de cómo eran sus vidas antes del abuso, del nivel de exposición al trauma, 
de las reacciones prenatales al trauma y de los posteriores cambios en su 
situación de vida. La investigación demuestra que una relación de apoyo 
dada al menos por un cuidador, puede ofrecer influencias enriquecedoras y 
positivas a largo plazo en el desarrollo del niño, contribuyendo a su óptimo 
desarrollo cognitivo y socioemocional.

Entonces, nos preguntamos: ¿Y qué Con el Bebé? 
Los bebés son una ventana a la esencia y a las experiencias pasadas y 
presentes de sus padres. Lo que el bebé evoca en sus padres puede ofrecer 
una oportunidad para que los padres vuelvan a visitar a ese “fantasma de la 
niñez”, los temas sin resolver que llevan consigo desde su propia infancia. 
Si no se reconoce estas experiencias, pueden crear desafíos en la relación 

padre-hijo, teniendo un impacto en la capacidad general de los padres de 
estar presentes y emocionalmente disponibles para su bebé.

Cuando hablamos de un cambio de mentalidad, nos estamos refiriendo a 
la importancia de ser más conscientes, conocedores y perceptivos a las 
necesidades de los bebés y niños pequeños que se ven impactados por las 
experiencias de vida adversas y negativas de sus padres. Estas experiencias 
crean desafíos dentro de la relación padre-hijo, requiriendo la atención y 
el tratamiento por parte de profesionales que pueden proporcionar una 
intervención temprana y servicios de prevención.

Desafortunadamente, muchos bebés en nuestras comunidades no se benefician 
de un nivel consistente de cuidados, a pesar del amor de sus padres. Estos 
bebés a menudo experimentan dificultades en formar relaciones confiables que 
estén a la base del desarrollo de las relaciones seguras. Por tanto, a medida 
que nos involucramos más en el diálogo de tratar de entender la conexión entre 
la exposición de un bebé a experiencias negativas de la vida y su desarrollo, 
necesitamos pensar; “Si este bebé pudiera hablar, ¿qué diría? ¿Qué quisiera él/
ella que hiciéramos?

Cuando hablamos de la necesidad del bebé, tenemos que tomar en cuenta 
que las edades más importantes son entre el nacimiento y los 3 años, 
cuando los cerebros de los bebés se están desarrollando rápidamente. Por 
tanto, queremos ser capaces de capturar esta ventana de oportunidades 
como una posibilidad para hacer cambios duraderos. Necesitamos alzarnos 
con fuerza, para ser la voz de los bebés e interceder antes los formuladores 
de políticas, profesionales de cuidados de la salud, jueces, trabajadores 
de bienestar infantil y educadores de la primera infancia para empezar 
a cambiar la mentalidad, considerando en primer lugar, el mejor interés 
del bebé. Al cambiar de mentalidad, es importante enfocarse en alianzas 
continuas con agencias comunitarias que se especializan en la población 
de la primera infancia y otros sistemas y servicios que pueden apoyar el 
desarrollo del niño, a la vez que se ofrece un apoyo intensivo a familias de un 
amplio rango de contextos culturales.

 Cambio de Mentalidad:
¿Y qué Con el Bebé? Por Dra. Harleen Hutchinson, Especialista de Salud

La transición es un término que se usa para describir los procesos de 
planificación educativa luego de la escuela secundaria para estudiantes con 
necesidades especiales entre las edades de 14 y 22 años. Específicamente, 
se usa para ayudar a los estudiantes a cambiar de una escuela a otra, o 
al pasar a la educación secundaria. Como estos estudiantes se acercan al 
momento de la transición (el proceso de pasar de un sistema familiar a otro 
desconocido), los deja a ellos y sus familias ansiosos y con incertidumbres 
sobre el futuro. Si dedica un tiempo a desarrollar un plan integral durante 
este período, puede tener por seguro que el pase a los servicios para adultos 
será menos estresante e incluso podría estar lleno de gratas sorpresas.

Durante el proceso de transición, podría empezar a escuchar algunos 
términos a los que podría no estar acostumbrado. El Trabajo apoyado, el 
IEP (siglas en inglés de Plan Educativo Individual), el IPE (siglas en inglés 
de Plan Individual para el Empleo), la VR (siglas en inglés de Rehabilitación 
Vocacional) y una serie de acrónimos que en un primer momento pueden 
verse como intimidatorios, pero una vez que uno se familiariza, se vuelven de 
lo más natural.

Como se ha mencionado anteriormente, el proceso de transición según 
las directrices federales comienza a la edad de 14 años y continúa hasta 
los 22. Durante los 14 a 17 años, el enfoque comienza con actividades 
de planificación dentro del campus. Entre las edades de 18 a 22 años, 
los estudiantes comenzarán a experimentar más actividades del mundo 
laboral real, que a menudo se realizan fuera de las instalaciones, por toda la 
comunidad. ¿Alguna vez ha pensado en su hijo como adulto joven, viviendo 
por su cuenta, obteniendo un empleo o continuando con una educación 
superior? Sheila y yo siempre conversamos con padres y sus hijos/hijas, que 
confirman que estos logros de hecho se vuelven en realidad para la mayoría 
de las personas a las que atendemos. Algunas se adaptan más rápido que 
otras, así que es importante comenzar a planificar cuanto antes. El Trabajo 
Apoyado para las personas con discapacidades es algo con lo cual estamos 
muy familiarizados y este será el enfoque del resto del artículo.

Una de las herramientas más importantes utilizadas 
en la transición es el Trabajo Apoyado.
Este servicio ayudará a que su hijo o hija obtenga y mantenga un empleo con 
ayuda de un profesional, llamado un consultor de empleos y/o coach laboral. 
Estos profesionales tienen la tarea de buscar oportunidades de empleo con 
ayuda suya y de su hijo/hija. Esto incluye buscar oportunidades, preparar a 
las personas para una entrevista, ayudar a redactar currículos y coordinar 
el transporte hacia y desde las entrevistas/citas, según sea necesario. Son 
responsables de ayudar a proteger los derechos de su hijo/hija durante 
el proceso de búsqueda de trabajo. También se aseguran de que estos 
adultos jóvenes sean tratados de forma justa en todo momento. Los coaches 
laborales realmente irán al lugar de trabajo con su hijo/hija para ayudar a 
asegurarse que reciban una capacitación adecuada que se adapte a sus 
necesidades individuales. Si su hijo/hija está involucrado en un programa de 
empleo, podrían recibir servicios de coaching laboral por un amplio período 
de tiempo.

La filosofía del Trabajo apoyado está arraigada en la idea de que todos 
tienen derecho a trabajar. También significa que las personas deberían 
tener la oportunidad de experimentar un empleo con paga competitiva en un 
ambiente no segregado. Es la meta del Trabajo apoyado que ayude a seguir 
con el proceso de integración y a promover la ideología de incorporación 
que su hijo/hija experimentaba en la escuela. Se cree que si las personas 
con discapacidades reciben un tratamiento igualitario mientras están en el 
trabajo, pueden ser socios equitativos en la sociedad. La autoestima y el 
orgullo que se experimenta a través de la obtención de un empleo, genera 
una idea de orgullo y logro del cual todos se benefician.

Normalmente, el Trabajo apoyado se financia a través de la División de 
Rehabilitación Vocacional que cubre el proceso inicial de la Fase I. Esta fase 
incluye el descubrimiento, el desarrollo laboral, la obtención de un empleo, la 
estabilización y la transición a la segunda fase o Fase II del Trabajo apoyado. 
La Fase II, que a menudo se conoce como “seguir adelante”, generalmente 
la financia el Programa de exenciones de Medicaid. Si las personas no 
están recibiendo el financiamiento a través del Programa de exenciones, se 
puede explorar otros financiamientos mediante subsidios de agencias de 
proveedores o el Incentivo relacionados con impedimentos laborales (IRWE, 
en inglés) a través de la Seguridad social.

Ya que hay una lista de espera para el Programa de Exenciones de Medicaid del 
APD, las agencias de empleo están descubriendo que cada vez es más difícil 
atender a personas que no reciben financiamiento para la Fase II. Sin embargo, 
se recomienda que todos aquellos interesados es trabajar, manden su solicitud 
a Rehabilitación Vocacional como primer paso hacia obtener un empleo.

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¿Qué es y cómo puede implementarlo?
El Desarrollo Positivo de Jóvenes (PYD, por sus siglas en inglés) es un 
término originado por el Grupo de Trabajo Interagencias Sobre Programas de 
Jóvenes, una colaboración de dos departamentos y agencias federales que 
brindan apoyo a los jóvenes.

El PYD se define como un enfoque “intencional, prosocial, que involucra a 
los jóvenes dentro de sus comunidades, escuelas, organizaciones, grupos 
de pares y familias de una manera que sea productiva y constructiva; 
reconoce, utiliza y realza las fortalezas de los jóvenes; y promueve los 
resultados positivos para los jóvenes, ofreciendo oportunidades, fomentando 
las relaciones positivas y ofreciendo el apoyo necesario para desarrollar sus 
fortalezas de liderazgo”.

Las agencias, escuelas y familias que implementan las metodologías del PYD 
ven a los jóvenes como actores centrales de su propio desarrollo, creando 
oportunidades para que los jóvenes desarrollen habilidades, conocimientos 
prácticos y sabiduría mediante la observación, haciendo y viviendo a través 
de experiencias.

El enfoque del PYD enfatiza la importancia del medio ambiente y de crear 
oportunidades y programas que estén disponibles para todos los jóvenes de 
diferentes sectores de la sociedad. Esta interacción promueve la compartición 
de experiencias, posibilitando percibir, entender y conectarse mejor.

El PYD considera al joven como a un todo, no solo como una única 
característica o problema. Ha sido diseñado para enfocarse en los resultados 
positivos que deseamos para los jóvenes, más que en los resultados 
negativos que esperamos prevenir. Aunque detener un comportamiento 
negativo es con frecuencia más fácil de abordar que promover un 
comportamiento positivo general, nutrir a un niño cuidadosamente en la 
dirección positiva crea resultados a largo plazo mucho mejores. Se requiere 
empatía, paciencia y habilidad, que podría uno no tenerlos de forma natural o 
sin capacitación.

Asumiendo que todos queremos usar las técnicas del 
PYD para que nuestros hijos crezcan para ser adultos 
saludables, felices y colaboradores, ¿cómo podemos 
asegurarnos de estar practicando las directrices del 
Desarrollo Positivo de Jóvenes en nuestra calidad 
de agencia, escuela o familia?
4-H, la agencia de Desarrollo Positivo de Jóvenes más antigua y más 
grande de los EE. UU. que emplea a miles de investigadores a lo largo de 
cien universidades con terrenos cedidos, ha identificado ocho elementos 
esenciales para implementar eficazmente el PYD.

1.	 Una relación positiva con un adulto que se preocupe
2.	 Un ambiente seguro
3.	 Un ambiente inclusivo
4.	 Participación en el aprendizaje
5.	 Oportunidad de alcanzar el dominio
6.	 Oportunidad de verse a uno mismo como un participante 

activo en el futuro
7.	 Oportunidad para la autodeterminación
8.	 Oportunidad de valorar y practicar el servicio a los demás

Los jóvenes necesitan saber que los demás se preocupan por ellos y 
sentir una conexión con las demás personas del grupo. Este “compañerismo” 
es una parte importante de una experiencia del PYD. El PYD les da a los 
jóvenes la oportunidad de sentirse física y emocionalmente seguros, a la vez 
que participan activamente en un grupo.

La investigación actual enfatiza la importancia de que los jóvenes tengan 
oportunidades consistentes a largo plazo con otros adultos que no sean 
sus padres. Esta investigación sugiere que un sentido de pertenencia puede 
ser el único ingrediente más potente que podemos añadir a las vidas de los 
niños y jóvenes.

Los jóvenes necesitan sentir que sus vidas tienen un significado y un 
propósito. Al participar en servicios comunitarios, aprendizaje de servicios y 
actividades de ciudadanía, los jóvenes pueden conectarse a las comunidades 
y aprender a retribuir a los demás. Queda claro que estas experiencias 
ofrecen los cimientos que promueve el altruismo y la empatía, ayudándonos 
a entender la “gran imagen” de la vida, mientras se encuentra un significado 
y un sentido de propósito.

Para poder desarrollar la autoconfianza, los jóvenes necesitan sentir y 
creer que son capaces y que tienen que experimentar por sí mismos el 
éxito, al resolver problemas y enfrentarse a desafíos.

Al explorar a profundidad los proyectos y actividades fuera del currículo 
académico tradicional, los jóvenes reciben una capacitación y se les permite 
un tiempo de práctica suficiente como para dominar las habilidades 
necesarias para prepararse para una carrera exitosa y una vida positiva. 
Como parte de esto, los jóvenes necesitan tener un ambiente seguro 
para cometer errores y obtener retroalimentación, no solo a través de 
la competencia sino también como elemento continuo de participación. 
Finalmente, los jóvenes necesitan hablar de temas amplios y profundos que 
les permita perseguir sus propios intereses en forma integral. No todos los 
niños estarán interesados en la misma actividad, así que el PYD no fomenta 
un enfoque del tipo “talla única”.

Los jóvenes también tienen que saber que son capaces de influir en las 
personas y eventos a través de la toma de decisiones y las acciones. Al 
ejercer su independencia a través de oportunidades de liderazgo, los jóvenes 
maduran en la autodisciplina y responsabilidad, aprenden a entenderse mejor 
a sí mismos y se convierten en pensadores independientes.

Lograr todo esto dentro de un ambiente estimulante y divertido para los 
jóvenes que se aburren o distraen fácilmente es el máximo desafío para un 
programa de PYD bien diseñado, pero vital para mantener un alto nivel de 
participación. Solo cuando los jóvenes se involucran en sus propios proyectos 
y planes, se sienten inspirados para asumir la responsabilidad de su propio 
desarrollo y aprendizaje, teniendo en mente que con seguridad recibirán el 
apoyo y la capacitación de los adultos que están comprometidos con su éxito.

Implementar la metodología del Desarrollo positivo de jóvenes requiere de 
un gran compromiso de parte de las agencias, escuelas y familias, pero 
los beneficios definitivamente valen la pena. Fortalecer a nuestros hijos y 
animarlos y ser los futuros líderes cívicos y ejecutivos de nuestra comunidad, 
es una oportunidad emocionante. Todo niño debe ser visto como el enorme 
potencial que es.

Esto incluye prepararse para ir 
directamente a un puesto de trabajo, realizar tareas domésticas, hacer el servicio 
militar, seguir una educación universitaria o una combinación de cualquiera de 
estos. Sorprendentemente, el 80% de los graduados de las escuelas secundarias 
en los EE. UU. se inscribe inmediatamente en universidades o escuelas 
superiores para estudiar de 2 a 4 años luego de graduarse.1

La influencia de los padres es un factor muy importante en el proceso de 
toma de decisiones de un niño. Ya que muchos estudiantes optan por ir a 
una universidad luego de la escuela secundaria, a continuación, exponemos 
algunas recomendaciones para los padres y cuidadores sobre cómo 
prepararse incluso desde la escuela primaria:

•	 Comience reflexionando sobre sus propias experiencias en la escuela 
y cómo sus influencias podrían influir en la decisión de su su hijo. 
Cuando usted estaba creciendo, ¿le encantaba la escuela? ¿Disfrutaba 
aprender y estudiar? O, por el contrario, ¿odiaba la escuela y luchaba 
académicamente? ¿Estaba seguro sobre qué quería hacer con su vida 
cuando terminara la escuela secundaria? ¿Qué ayuda o consejo recibió o 
hubiera querido recibir de los consejeros escolares, profesores, mentores 
u otros sobre la preparación para su futuro?

•	 Luego, examine sus creencias acerca de los costos y beneficios de 
una educación universitaria y cómo sus creencias personales podrían 
influir en la decisión de su hijo. ¿Cree que la universidad es una buena 
inversión? Si asistió a la universidad, ¿experimentó la oportunidad de su 
vida? ¿Cree que un grado universitario es el nuevo diploma? O, por el 
contrario, ¿cree que la universidad es una mala inversión? ¿Obtuvo un 
grado en una disciplina no relacionada con su carrera o profesión actual?  
¿Cree que es difícil obtener un trabajo que le pague bien sin un grado 
universitario? ¿Cree que no es sabio pedir enormes préstamos para 
obtener un grado donde no hay garantía de que le vaya a salir a cuenta?

•	 Preste mucha atención a los intereses y talentos de su hijo. ¿Cómo usa 
su tiempo libre? ¿Cuáles son sus pasatiempos? ¿Cuáles son sus talentos 
naturales? Monitorear sus habilidades y capacidades le brindará una 
perspectiva de los campos de trabajo potenciales y de las especialidades 
académicas a considerar. Que su hijo le ofrezca sus comentarios y 
participación, y usted acepte sus preferencias. Luego, muestre su apoyo 
a su elección de carrera buscando u ofreciendo oportunidades para 
unirse a clubes y organizaciones, trabajar como voluntario, obtener 
clases particulares o servicios de tutoría para desarrollar aún más sus 
habilidades. Sea consciente de cualquier fuerte deseo de querer influir a 
su hijo a que “siga sus pasos” o a disuadirlo en base a sus predicciones 
sobre cuánto dinero cree que ganará o sus oportunidades de encontrar 
un trabajo. No toda trayectoria profesional lleva a obtener un grado 
universitario, y para otras profesiones, un grado es obligatorio. Los 
estudiantes que son presionados u obligados a seguir una cierta carrera 
o especialidad académica que no les interesa, generalmente no rinden 
bien; cambian de especialidad académica con frecuencia; incurren en 
costos adicionales y pueden demorarse más en graduarse.

•	 Asegúrese que la escuela de su hijo tenga el compromiso de preparar 
a los estudiantes para la universidad y los trabajos, más comúnmente 
conocido como “apenas me gradúo de la universidad, estoy listo para 
ir a trabajar”. Los empleadores y educadores universitarios buscan 
conocimientos, habilidades, hábitos de trabajo y aptitudes similares en 
los estudiantes. Por tanto, a los estudiantes se les debe enseñar las 

mismas habilidades y conocimientos independientemente de sus futuras 
aspiraciones o planes que tengan para después de graduarse. Al ofrecer 
un plan de estudios equilibrado, los estudiantes obtienen las habilidades 
prácticas que necesitan para obtener un trabajo después de graduarse y 
la preparación necesaria para tener un progreso académico satisfactorio 
en la universidad.

•	 No se decepcione si su hijo no elige asistir a una universidad. 
(Alternativamente, no se decepcione si su hijo elige cualquier otra 
opción). No compare a su hijo con sus hermanos u otros niños de su 
edad. Nunca le diga que “no es bueno para la universidad” ni prediga 
que “nunca va a alcanzar algo”. Para un empleador, un grado no es 
simplemente un trozo de papel que haya que tomar como valor nominal. 
Se espera que todos los empleados trabajen duro y sean buenos en 
lo que hacen. En algunos casos, los empleados sin un grado son más 
autosuficientes y viven más felices que sus compañeros o subordinados 
que poseen grados universitarios. Sin embargo, es importante saber 
que un estudio reciente realizado por el Departamento de trabajo de los 
EE. UU. y el Centro de educación y fuerza laboral de la Universidad de 
Georgetown muestra que para el año 2020 los empleadores necesitarán 
22 millones de trabajadores con grados universitarios.2

Todos los padres desean lo mejor para sus hijos. El Departamento de 
Educación de los EE. UU. tiene abundantes recursos gratuitos disponibles en 
Internet. si desea una lista de verificación completa para descargar, visite 
https://studentaid.ed.gov/sa/prepare-for-college.

Cuando el prestigioso Manual de Merck nombró sus 100 avances médicos más 
importantes del siglo XX, el N.º 2 de la lista eran las vacunaciones a gran escala 
contra enfermedades contagiosas; solo superado por el N.º 1, los antibióticos.

“Los trasplantes de corazón son algo impresionante, pero ¿a cuántos ayuda 
esto? “Las vacunas han prevenido millones de muertes”, señala el editor de 
Merck, el Dr. Robert Berkow.

Las campañas de vacunación masiva han demostrado ser tan seguras y exitosas 
que poco padres, incluso médicos, han visto sarampión, paperas, varicela o una 
docena de otros asesinos de rápida difusión de las décadas de 1900.

“Las vacunas nos han ayudado a erradicar enfermedades que solían 
matar a nuestros hijos por miles”, dice la Dra. Paula Thaqi, Directora del 
Departamento de Salud de Florida del Condado de Broward (DOH-Broward). 
“Pero se están dando casos entre niños no vacunados. Las vacunas son 
seguras y efectivas. Los padres que desean proteger a sus hijos deben 
administrarles todas las vacunas”.

El mejor lugar para vacunar a los niños es con su proveedor de cuidados de 
la salud. Los padres preocupados por los costos de las vacunas deben saber 
que la ley requiere que las aseguradoras de salud cubran todas las vacunas 
recomendadas gratuitamente, aunque algunos médicos cobran por una visita 
oficial para administrarla.

Las familias que no cuentan con cobertura de salud pueden obtener vacunas 
gratuitas o a bajo costo en el DOH-Broward. El estado requiere que todos los 
estudiantes hayan recibido todas sus vacunas antes que puedan ingresar a 
la escuela.

Las vacunas requeridas son:
•	 Difteria, tétano y pertussis (tos convulsiva): Se administran cuatro o 

cinco dosis de la vacuna DTP a bebés y niños de edad preescolar para 
prevenir estas enfermedades bacterianas. Una dosis de refuerzo de DTP 
se administra antes del 7mo grado.

•	 Polio: Se administran tres a cinco dosis a bebés y niños de edad 
preescolar contra este virus.

•	 Sarampión, paperas, rubéola: Se administran dos dosis de la vacuna MMR 
a bebés y niños de edad preescolar para protegerlos contra estos virus.

•	 Varicela: Se administran dos dosis a bebés y niños de edad preescolar. 
Una dosis de refuerzo se administra antes del 7mo grado. Entre los 
adultos, el virus de la varicela puede volver a surgir y causar un problema 
cutáneo doloroso conocido como herpes zóster o culebrilla.

•	 Hepatitis B: Se administran tres dosis a bebés mantener el virus a raya.

Existen vacunas que no son requeridas por la 
escuela, pero que son críticas para proteger a los 
bebés y niños:
•	 Vacuna anual de la gripe: Ya sea una inyección o un aerosol nasal, a 

partir de la edad de seis meses.

•	 Rotavirus: Tres dosis para bebés.

•	 Haemophilus influenzae tipo B: Tres o cuatro dosis para bebés.

•	 Enfermedad neumocócica: Cuatro dosis para bebés.

•	 Hepatitis A: Dos dosis para bebés.

Las tasas de vacunación en el Condado de Broward para niños de edad 
escolar están mejorando. Más del 94% de estudiantes de kindergarten y 
96% de estudiantes de 7mo grado habían recibido todas sus vacunas para el 
otoño de 2015.

Sin embargo, algunas familias están muy atrasadas en proteger a sus 
bebés menores de 2 años. Una encuesta estatal de 2015 halló que al 16% 
de los bebés de Broward no se les había administrado todas sus vacunas. 
El DOH-Broward ha implementado “Shots by 2”, un programa que envía 
tarjetas postales recordatorias a las familias cuando a sus bebés se les debe 
administrar una inyección.

Proteger a los adolescentes es igual de crucial. El DOH-Broward tiene un 
proyecto que enfatiza la necesidad de administrarse la vacuna contra el 
virus de papiloma humano, una infección de transmisión sexual que puede 
conllevar a cáncer cervical y otras neoplasias malignas. Las niñas y niños 
pueden comenzar con la vacunación en tres dosis a la edad de 11.

Las tasas de vacunación de VPH son bajas. En 2013, solo a la mitad de 
las niñas de Florida y al 28% de los niños de Florida se les administró 
una primera dosis de la vacuna de VPH, según los Centros de control y 
prevención de enfermedades (CDC). Solo el 34% de las niñas y el 13% de los 
niños reciben las tres dosis completas. Se calcula que las tasas en el sur de 
la Florida son similares.

“La vacuna de VPH es prevención contra el cáncer”, dice Thaqi.

También a partir de la edad de 11 años se recomienda la vacuna contra la 
meningitis, un asesino potencial que con frecuencia ataca a los adolescentes 
y a los estudiantes universitarios.

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El ahogamiento es la causa principal de lesión fatal en niños de 1
a 4 años de edad. La mayoría de los niños que se ahogan en las piscinas en las
casas no debían estar ni cerca ni en las piscinas. La mayoría de los niños que se
ahoga en una piscina en la casa se mete al agua sin que sus padres o cuidadores
lo sepan.

Los niños necesitan supervisión capaz, estrecha y constante,
especialmente los niños pequeños que fácil y rápidamente pueden irse de un
área segura y supervisada sin que nadie lo note.

LAS MEDIDAS SIMPLES SALVAN VIDAS
La pérdida de un niño es devastadora para padres, hermanos, abuelos, familiares
y para una comunidad. El ahogamiento casi siempre se puede prevenir mediante
la adopción de medidas simples.

Los padres deben hablarle a su hijo sobre la seguridad en el agua.  

Aquí hay algunas ideas para comenzar:
1. “No te acerques a la piscina sin un adulto”. Esta es la conversación más

importante sobre seguridad en el agua que debe tener porque es muy simple. 
2. “Si ves a alguien con problemas en el agua, no te metas para ayudar.

Corre a buscar a un adulto. Y si te caes a una piscina, no te asustes, date la
vuelta, busca la pared y trata de salir o grita pidiendo ayuda”.

3. Haga este ejercicio en la piscina con su hijo. Haga que el niño practique
vestido para experimentar la sensación.

Recuerde la seguridad en el agua
• Puede sucederle a usted. Muchos padres que pierden un hijo por

ahogamiento jamás consideraron que su hijo podía estar en riesgo;
simplemente no se dieron cuenta de la proximidad del peligro.

• Hágase responsable de la seguridad de su hijo. Nunca confíe en el
comportamiento responsable de parte de su hijo, de otro niño o de otros
adultos. Sepa quién está observando a su hijo cuando usted no puede estar allí.

• No haga muchas cosas al mismo tiempo. El tiempo que pasa en la piscina
implica que NECESITA toda su atención para realizar una supervisión adecuada.
El ahogamiento es rápido; la mayoría de los niños que pasan tan solo 6
minutos bajo el agua, mueren.

• Cuente con un plan de respuesta. Si su hijo no está, primero revise el agua,
sea la piscina, el lago, un canal o la bañera. Sepa hacer RCP.

Recuerde: Los niños que se ahogan no gritan, chapotean ni luchan. Se
deslizan silenciosamente bajo el agua y, generalmente, con uno de sus padres en
las cercanías.

Asuma usted o designe a un supervisor adulto como
"observador de niños" sin importar que el agua próxima sea un océano, un lago,
un parque acuático, la piscina o la bañera. También es importante instalar varias
capas de protección para evitar el ahogamiento de niños.  
• Instale puertas y trabas a prueba de niños en todos los ambientes con

puertas interiores 
> Las manijas de las puertas deben estar 5 pies sobre el nivel del piso
> Manténgalas siempre cerradas

• Instale alarmas en puertas de acceso a piscinas, spas y a todos los
ambientes con agua
> No desactive las alarmas
> Si la alarma se puede apagar temporariamente para que un adulto abra la
puerta, el botón para desactivarla deberá estar fuera del alcance de los niños 

• Instale cercas de aislamiento a los 4 lados separando la piscina y/o el lago
del patio trasero de la casa y de todas las puertas y entradas de acceso

> Siempre deje la barrera colocada cuando no se use la piscina 
> Las verjas deberán tener 5 pies de alto y tener cierre y pestillo automáticos

• Instale una alarma flotante en la piscina
> No desactive la alarma
> Considere hacer que la alarma de la piscina esté conectada a la alarma de
su hogar

• Aprenda RCP y técnicas de rescate
> Toda persona mayor de 14 años en su casa debería recibir entrenamiento
para RCP
> Las niñeras y cuidadores también deberían estar entrenados
> Los operadores del 911 pueden dar instrucciones para RCP por teléfono

Water Smart Broward:
Protejamos a nuestros niños en el agua
Proporcionado por Water Smart Broward!
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No lo olvidaré. Le grité a mi hijo pequeño por dejar sus medias en la alfombra 
de la sala OTRA VEZ. Una vez que me calmé, me disculpé por haberme 
molestado con algo de tan poca importancia. Su honesta respuesta fue: 
“Está bien, mamá, ya me acostumbré a tus gritos”. ¡Ay!

Quería que mi hijo fuera honesto y bueno al mismo tiempo, pero estaba 
sentando un ejemplo terrible. Traté de encontrar una mejor manera de 
expresar mi molestia tanto con cosas de poca importancia como de gran 
importancia. Encontré la respuesta en la Comunicación no violenta, el 
proceso del psicólogo Marshall Rosenberg para comunicarse con compasión.

La Comunicación no violenta asume que todos somos capaces de 
comunicarnos profundamente con los demás, con corazones abiertos. Somos 
compasivos por naturaleza, queremos salvar a nuestros seres amados del 
dolor y la tristeza. Podemos expresar esta compasión y empatía a través de 
nuestros pensamientos, palabras y acciones.

La receta es simple:
	 Digo lo que veo (“Observación”)
	 Digo lo que siento (“Sentimientos”)
	 Digo lo que necesito (“Necesidades”)
	 Pido lo que quiero (“Pedido”)
Antes de descubrir la Comunicación no violenta, agobiaba a mi hijo 
constantemente sobre sus malos hábitos o me quedaba con mis molestias 
adentro, hasta que algo activaba una explosión. Uno puede imaginarse cómo 
funcionarían aquellas técnicas para cambiar sus hábitos y comportamiento; 
¡nada bien! En vez, reaccionaba a la defensiva, las cosas se ponían peor y los 
dos terminábamos gritándonos; esa no era la mejor manera de resolver los 
problemas o imitar buenas habilidades de comunicación.

Descubrí que si usaba la Comunicación no violenta, él era menos defensivo 
y yo, menos molesta. La diferencia fundamental, aparte de tener una sala 
limpiar, es que podemos comunicar nuestros sentimientos sin tener que 
experimentar el estrés de la rabia.  Ya no hay rabia, no hay gritos, no estamos 
a la defensiva; definitivamente, esta una mejor manera para comunicarnos. 
Volviendo a las medias en la alfombra de la sala, para usar un ejemplo de 
Comunicación no violenta:

Observación: Digo lo que veo. No le digo lo descuidado que es. Solo 
le digo lo que observo: “Veo que tus medias están en la alfombra”. Es 

importante separar mi observación (medias en la alfombra) del juicio y la 
culpa (¡Eres tan descuidado!). No es su forma de ser lo que me desagrada, 
solo sus acciones.

Sentimientos: Digo lo que siento.  Digo: “Me siento fastidiada cuando 
veo tus medias en la alfombra”. Vinculo mi observación a mi sentimiento, 
sin culparlo o avergonzarlo. También asumo responsabilidad por mis 
sentimientos, enfocándome en cómo me siento, no en lo que él hizo. Otras 
personas no son la causa de mis pensamiento, sentimientos y acciones; yo 
elijo cómo manejo las situaciones y cómo me siento acerca de ellas.

Necesidades: Digo lo que necesito. “Estoy fastidiada con las medias en 
la alfombra porque valoro tener un hogar limpio y en paz, que puedo compartir 
orgullosamente con mis invitados”. ¿Por qué incluso me molesto con las 
medias sobre la alfombra? Porque necesito sentirme orgullosa de mi sala 
ordenada y estar preparada por si se presentan invitados inesperados. Las 
medias destruyen ese sentimiento de preparación y arruinan aquella invitación 
pacífica. Estoy infeliz porque mis necesidades no están siendo satisfechas.

Por supuesto, las medias en la alfombra no son de gran importancia, pero 
mis necesidades sí la tienen. Cuando reconozco el vínculo que existe entre 
mis sentimientos y mis necesidades, me estoy dando empatía a mí misma. 
Cuando expreso esta conexión con mi hijo, le demuestro que mi fastidio 
está conectado con algo importante. Si él entiende mis necesidades, puede 
practicar la empatía para mí y expresar su compasión natural. Y a través de 
mi ejemplo, puede ayudarse a darse empatía a sí mismo, conectando sus 
propios sentimientos a sus propias necesidades importantes.

Pedido: Pido lo que quiero. Le pregunto a mi hijo: “¿Quisieras poner tus 
medias en tu propio cuarto cuando te las saques en vez de dejarlas en la 
alfombra de la sala?”. Este pedido sugiere que es algo que él puede hacer, 
que me ayudaría a cumplir con mis necesidades. Soy específica acerca de 
lo que me gustaría. Expresé lo que yo quería, en lugar de lo que no quería, 
usando un lenguaje positivo para enfocar el resultado deseado. Y no estoy 
culpando, avergonzando o interrogando, por lo que no tiene la necesidad de 
ponerse a la defensiva.

La Comunicación no violenta no es un remedio instantáneo o una manera 
de hacer que la gente haga lo que yo quiero. Ocasionalmente, todavía hay 
medias en la alfombra de la sala y a veces cuando le hago el pedido a mi 
hijo, la respuesta es “no”. Pero nuestras interacciones son mucho menos 
estresantes. Simplemente y de forma calmada, repito la receta (hago una 
observación, expreso mi sentimiento, lo vinculo a mi necesidad y hago mi 
pedido). Con frecuencia, me detengo en la observación; él capta el mensaje 
inmediatamente y ya que es una persona honesta y buena, casi siempre me 
ayuda a cumplir con mi necesidad. Pienso que mi hijo estaría de acuerdo 
con que el uso de la Comunicación no violenta nos ha ayudado a ambos a 
gritar menos y a sentirnos más cerca uno del otro, incluso en situaciones 
de conflicto. Ya sea que se trate de medias en la alfombra o temas más 
importante, la Comunicación no violenta nos ayuda a ser más honestos y 
más buenos. ¡Esa es una receta ganadora!

Algo está sucediendo en Florida…
algo muy peligroso, muy malo y tiene que ver con nuestros niños y jóvenes. El 
tráfico sexual infantil: la frase misma hace que la gente suela voltear la cara y 
creer que sus hijos nunca podrían ser víctimas de tales crímenes. No obstante, 
estos crímenes están ocurriendo en nuestras comunidades y a nuestros 
propios hijos. Nuestros hijos no están en venta: y mientras más entendamos 
este mundo del tráfico sexual infantil, mejor podremos prevenirlo.

A continuación, algunos hechos importantes a tomar 
en cuenta con respecto al tráfico sexual infantil:

La edad promedio en que un niño es víctima de 
tráfico hacia el comercio sexual es de tan solo 
11 a 14 años de edad.

El 90% de las víctimas del tráfico sexual infantil 
tiene antecedentes de abuso sexual infantil a 
temprana edad.

Hasta 300,000 niños Estadounidenses son 
atraídos hacia el comercio sexual cada año.

Con estas estadísticas alarmantes, ¿dónde comenzamos la batalla para 
mantener a nuestros hijos seguros del tráfico de personas? Ya que el 90% 
de las víctimas del tráfico sexual infantil tiene antecedentes de abuso 
sexual, ¿no tendría sentido, en primer lugar, salvaguardar a todos los niños 
con educación y conocimientos a una temprana edad para que nunca se 
conviertan en víctimas de abuso?

La educación de prevención es clave.
A los niños se les educa sobre seguridad contra incendios y seguridad cerca 
de una piscina. Aprenden a llamar al 911 cuando hay una emergencia. Se 
les enseña sobre los peligros que puede haber con los desconocidos. Pero, 
¿qué les estamos enseñando sobre los adultos en sus vidas que podrían tener 
intenciones de hacerles daño? Con frecuencia, les enseñamos a confiar y 
obedecer a los mismísimos adultos que terminan abusándolos o explotándolos.

El 95% del abuso y explotación de niños es prevenible con la educación 
(Child Molestation Research & Prevention Institute, Inc.—Instituto de 
Investigación y Prevención de Abuso Sexual Infantil). Todo niño se merece el 
derecho de estar seguro, de tener una voz y de saber cómo acceder a ayuda. 
Sin embargo, incluso más importante es que todo adulto reciba educación 
sobre la primera línea de defensa en la seguridad de un niño. Entonces, ¿qué 
pasos puede tomar ahora mismo para mantener a sus hijos a salvo? Enfoque 
el tema de seguridad personal con sus hijos a través de la diversión y no a 
través del miedo. Niños desde 4 años de edad pueden entender conceptos 
importantes de seguridad personal, tales como toques seguros/toques 
inseguros, círculo seguro de adultos, revisar primero y una variedad de otras 
habilidades de seguridad críticas para la vida.

Los adultos en sus vidas también deben recibir capacitación sobre cómo 
hablarles a los niños en un lenguaje de seguridad que sea cómodo, adecuado 
para su edad y consistente. Este componente adulto de seguridad personal 
es crucial para proteger a los niños del abuso; ¿es justo poner toda la 
responsabilidad y prevención en manos de nuestros niños? ¿Cómo podemos 
esperar que expresen su opinión si muchos adultos no se sienten cómodos 
o no saben bien cómo defender a estos niños? Es nuestra responsabilidad 
como adultos proteger a los niños de cualquier manera posible y la educación 
es el primer paso.

Imagínese si cada niño de este país recibiera algún tipo de educación 
preventiva. Ahora imagínese a alguien tratando de atraer a un adolescente 
bien educado. Este adolescente entendería las señales de alerta, tendría una 
voz segura y hablaría con alguien en su círculo de adultos seguros. Incluso 
un poco de dubitación de parte del niño podría disuadir a un traficante de 
continuar acosándolo.

Todos necesitamos enviar un sólido mensaje a gente de todas partes: nos 
preocupa y haremos todo lo que esté en nuestro poder para protegerlos. Lo 
que es más importante, “¡Nuestros Hijos No Están en Venta!”.

Todos los residentes del Condado 
de Broward que tengan preguntas sobre desarrollo infantil, servicios de 
cuidado de niños, servicios de cuidado para niños en edad escolar, opciones 
de cuidado de niños asequibles, necesidades especiales y otros servicios 
familiares pueden ponerse en contacto con el programa de servicios de 
Recurso y derivación 2-1-1 Broward, independientemente de sus ingresos 
económicos o de sus circunstancias individuales. Tenemos especialistas de 
Recurso y derivación que se encuentran disponibles por teléfono de lunes a 
viernes de 8:00 a.m. a 8:00 p.m. y los sábados de 8: 00 a.m. a 4:00 p.m. en 
el número 954-537-0211 para asistir a quienes llaman y ofrecerles recursos y 
derivaciones. Las familias que buscan un proveedor de programas de cuidado 
de niños de atención temprana y educación recibirán derivaciones en base 
a las necesidades de los padres. El CCR&R también ofrecerá los padres una 
oportunidad para participar en exámenes infantiles para determinar hitos de 
desarrollo, así como asistir a las familias con recursos y derivaciones para 
recibir ayuda económica o recursos comunitarios.

La elegibilidad, inscripción y administración 
fiscal para SR, VPK y otros Programas de cuidado de niños 
con ayuda económica, financiados a través del ELC, son administrados 
por el Broward Regional Health Planning Council (BRHPC—www.brhpc.
org). El BRHPC determina la elegibilidad para el cuidado de niños con ayuda 
económica, administra las inscripciones y los pagos a los proveedores de 
los servicios de cuidado de niños.

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Las artes escénicas y la educación musical son recursos muy necesarios 
para descargar las emociones para muchos jóvenes del sur de la Florida. Sin 
embargo, cortes importantes en el presupuesto han dado como resultado 
la eliminación de las artes de las escuelas a lo largo de la nación. La 
participación en las artes escénicas ha demostrado enriquecer las vidas de los 
jóvenes que están buscando a su “yo interior” en la época más influyente y 
crucial de sus vidas.

Los jóvenes que podrían ser tímidos o sentirse como marginados sociales 
con frecuencia prosperan en ambientes creativos. Estar rodeados de 
personas creativas que piensan de igual manera, ayuda a los jóvenes 
a sentirse lo suficientemente cómodos como para abrirse sobre sus 
sentimientos. El currículo de las Artes escénicas como el que se encuentra 
en el Centro Arts and Encore Performing Arts de la Escuela intermedia 
Parkway usa de forma creativa la oratoria, la palabra hablada, la escritura 
de guiones, el juego de roles, el arte, la música y la danza para revelar 
problemas comunes que experimentan los adolescentes. Involucrar a los 
jóvenes en un ambiente creativo, les ayuda a identificarse y superar los 
desafíos de la vida. Luego de participar en programas artísticos, los niños 
que de lo contrario podrían perder el interés en lo académico o abandonar la 
escuela, realmente se convierten en estudiantes entusiastas.

Un estudio realizado por la Asociación de Educación Artística demuestra que 
los programas de arte mantienen a los niños en la escuela. Los niños que 
participan en artes escénicas tienen cuatro veces más de probabilidades de 
asistir a la universidad y de ser reconocidos por sus logros académicos que 
los niños que nunca han sido expuestos a disciplinas como la actuación, la 
danza, el canto y la música. Desde el punto de vista académico, suelen tener 
puntuaciones más altas en lectura y matemáticas. A nivel social, suelen 
tener una alta autoestima, tienen confianza cuando hablan en público, son 
excelentes para resolver problemas, mejores en seguir instrucciones y son 
mejores en el trabajo en equipo. A nivel cultural, aceptan la diversidad y 
aprecian las distintas culturas. (Asociación de educación artística, 2006)

5.	La educación artística ayuda a preparar a los estudiantes para 
la universidad y el trabajo. [5]

6.	La educación artística puede ayudar a cerrar la brecha  
del logro. [6]

La capacidad de crear es algo que no debe quitárseles. Los jóvenes 
se benefician en tantas maneras de participar en el arte, brindándoles 
la confianza que necesitan para sobresalir en la vida. Los jóvenes que 
participan en las artes escénicas saben que está bien ser diferentes. De 
hecho, celebran y animan el ser únicos. Los padres que entienden su 
valor han recurrido a gastar exorbitantes cantidades de dinero para que 
sus hijos participen en programas que ofrecen capacitación artística. 
Desafortunadamente, la participación en tales programas dura poco, ya que 
el costo de vida va en constante aumento mientras que los salarios, no. A 
Dios gracias, existen fundaciones y dotaciones a lo largo de la nación, que 
siguen ofreciendo apoyo financiero a escuelas y organizaciones sin fines de 
lucro, permitiendo a los jóvenes ver los frutos de la educación artística.

Exame físico escolar
O aluno deve apresentar um comprovante de exame físico quando entrar pela 
primeira vez em uma escola na Flórida. O exame pode ser realizado por um 
médico fora do estado da Flórida. O formulário usado para o registro do exame 
deve satisfazer um dos seguintes requisitos:

•	 Exame médico documentado no Formulário 3040 do Departamento de Saúde 
da Flórida ou em papel timbrado oficial do consultório/estabelecimento de 
saúde, preenchido, assinado e datado pelo médico.

•	 Resultados de todos os testes registrados no espaço indicado do Formulário 
3040 de Exame Físico Escolar. 

Vacinas obrigatórias
O estatuto da Flórida exige que todos os alunos sejam devidamente vacinados 
antes de matricular-se em uma escola pública do condado de Broward. Veja 
abaixo um guia detalhado das vacinas obrigatórias. A isenção de vacinação por 
motivos religiosos ou médicos pode ser concedida com a apresentação da devida 
documentação.

Ajude pessoas de baixa renda, idosos, deficientes físicos e indivíduos com
um nível limitado de inglês a prepararem a Declaração de Imposto de
Renda através do programa Volunteer Income Tax Assistance (Assistência
Voluntária para o Preenchimento da Declaração do Imposto de Renda-
VITA). Durante o período da entrega dos impostos de 2015, voluntários do
Condado de Broward em 29 diferentes localidades, ajudaram mais de 7.200
contribuintes a prepararem suas declarações de impostos de renda 2014. 

Se você gosta de ajudar a quem precisa e de trabalhar conjuntamente
para facilitar um projeto difícil, o programa VITA é ideal para você. VITA é
patrocinado pela Receita Federal (Internal Revenue Service - IRS) e vários
outros parceiros da comunidade. Estamos à procura de voluntários para
ajudar os contribuintes com suas declarações do imposto de renda.

O programa VITA auxilia indivíduos com dificuldades em preparar o
imposto de renda e  que não podem pagar pela ajuda de um profissional. 
O VITA presta assistência a estas pessoas no preenchimento de declarações
básicas de imposto de renda, além de esclarecer dúvidas sobre os
impostos. Este serviço de atendimento é oferecido em centros
comunitários, bibliotecas e igrejas.

Os voluntários do VITA incluem pessoas aposentadas, donas de casa,
estudantes universitários, homens e mulheres de negócios. Estes
voluntários aprendem a preparar declarações básicas de imposto de renda,
após concluírem um curso de treinamento que inclui não apenas o
conhecimento de legislação fiscal básica, mas também o uso de um
software profissional para o preenchimento eletrônico do formulário de
imposto de renda por computador.

O IRS oferece material de treinamento gratuito para todos os voluntários. 
O treinamento é fornecido por nossos parceiros. Em troca, estes
voluntários comprometem-se a trabalhar um mínimo de quatro horas por
semana durante o período de entrega do imposto, que vai de 23 de janeiro
a 15 de abril. 

O treinamento é oferecido em locais convenientes para os voluntários que
podem auxiliar de várias maneiras, por exemplo, ajudando a estabelecer e
organizar um local ou fazendo a publicidade deste.

Broward County Public Schools promove a participação coletiva de pais 
e comunidades empresariais criando o relacionamento necessário para 
o progresso do aluno no cenário educacional. O Office of Family and 
Community Engagement torna mais fácil para as escolas, pais e para a 
comunidade trabalhar em parceria para promover a saúde, o bem-estar e a 
educação de todos os estudantes.

Comunidades em toda a América reconhecem também a necessidade de 
apoiar a participação das famílias na educação. Muitas se unem para fortalecer 
a educação porque conhecem sua importância fundamental para uma 
economia local robusta, uma boa qualidade de vida e um futuro melhor para 
todos. Pesquisas nos mostram que as parcerias mais significativas são aquelas 
onde as escolas, os pais, os alunos e a comunidade trabalham juntos tendo 
como foco o ensino do aluno. O envolvimento dos pais e da comunidade focado 
eficazmente no ensino do aluno proporciona resultados poderosos.

Muitos tipos diferentes de organizações comunitárias, como os grupos 
cívicos, as associações de homens e mulheres, clubes de serviços e grupos 
religiosos podem organizar suporte para crianças em idade escolar. Em 
muitas comunidades, cidadãos da terceira idade colocam sua experiência 
e seus conhecimentos à disposição das crianças através dos programas 
Foster Grandparents (Avôs Postiços). Aproximadamente 40 por cento dos 
americanos acima de 60 anos de idade estão agora envolvidos em algum tipo 
de atividade voluntária. Os Foster Grandparents são exemplos, mentores e 
amigos das crianças. O programa proporciona uma maneira para as pessoas 
acima de 55 anos permanecerem ativas servindo as crianças e os jovens de 
suas comunidades. Os voluntários podem atuar como tutores, monitores de 
refeitórios, trabalhar nas bibliotecas ou ajudar em atividades após o horário 
escolar, por exemplo, com música, arte e narração de histórias.

O apoio às famílias e escolas torna a comunidade melhor. É claro que 
as famílias são responsáveis pela criação das crianças e as escolas são 
responsáveis pelo ensino das crianças. Mas as escolas e os pais não podem 
trabalhar sozinhos. É aí que as organizações de serviços e agências, grupos 
religiosos, grupos de voluntários, clubes, líderes comunitários e cidadãos 
atenciosos podem ajudar a construir parcerias verdadeiras e tornar a 
comunidade um lugar melhor para viver, trabalhar e aprender.

O que a comunidade pode fazer?
Apoiar um maior envolvimento da família na educação.
Pais e famílias não podem ficar passivos no que se refere à educação dos 
filhos. Precisam estar pessoalmente envolvidos, todos os dias. Os pais 
precisam ler com os filhos, ajudar na tarefa de casa, manter-se em contato 
com os professores e participar das atividades escolares. Pesquisas nos 
mostram que com um maior envolvimento dos pais, os filhos tiram notas 

mais altas, concluem o ensino secundário em maior número, se matriculam 
na universidade e têm um comportamento melhor. De todas as maneiras, 
a participação da família na educação torna crianças em adultos mais 
produtivos e membros responsáveis da comunidade.

Suporte a escola.
Os membros da comunidade podem atuar como mentores e voluntários na 
escola. Além disso, as comunidades podem oferecer programas após o horário 
de aulas, aulas no verão e atividades recreativas; buscar serviços de biblioteca 
e culturais perto das escolas; tornar os bairros mais seguros e livres de drogas; 
incentivar o desenvolvimento de parcerias empresa-escola para a criação de 
programas tipo ‘da escola para o trabalho’; apoiar iniciativas da escola para 
o desenvolvimento de padrões acadêmicos desafiantes; e trabalhar para 
melhorar a educação de várias formas diferentes.

Esses esforços são recompensados porque as comunidades que contam 
com escolas melhores e moradores com acesso à melhor educação são 
quase sempre mais seguras e mais estáveis, onde os negócios e as famílias 
progridem. Essas comunidades atraem também novos negócios e mais 
empregos. É responsabilidade de todos ajudar as crianças a aprender. Saiba 
quais recursos estão disponíveis para os jovens em sua comunidade e ajude 
a expandi-los. Participe sendo um voluntário.

O Office of Family and Community Engagement se dedica a criar e apoiar a 
parceria entre escolas, famílias e comunidade. Como um recurso essencial 
para a participação da família, o FACE se empenha em envolver e reconhecer 
pais líderes e famílias como parceiros fundamentais ajudando os alunos a obter 
a proficiência acadêmica e a prontidão para o trabalho e para a universidade.

Entre nossas responsabilidades estão 
fornecer aos pais e famílias os recursos necessários para ajudá-los a agir 
eficientemente como os primeiros professores dos filhos; ajudá-los no 
papel de conselheiros e tomadores de decisão na prática e no processo da 
educação dos filhos; implementar estratégias e iniciativas sistêmicas que 
melhorem a colaboração entre pais, famílias e escolas; criar oportunidades 
de ensino que garantam igualdade e acesso a todos os pais e famílias 
através de programas multilíngues; proporcionar desenvolvimento pessoal

Reconhecendo a necessidade da 
participação da comunidade nas escolas

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De acordo com a Avaliação das Necessidades de Serviços Humanos 
Abrangentes 2014, os serviços da Children and Families foram classificados 
como a categoria com o maior financiamento no Condado de Broward. 
Esses recursos são utilizados para programas muito necessários criados 
para reduzir a disparidade entre satisfazer as necessidades básicas e conter 
os fatores de risco que afetam a saúde e o bem-estar individual e das 
famílias em nossa comunidade. Apesar da atenção dada aos programas de 
intervenção precoce, conforme descrito nas recomendações do Relatório, 
mais recursos precisam ser direcionados para soluções preventivas para 
que as famílias possam desenvolver resistência. Isso não só economiza os 
dólares do contribuinte ao longo prazo, mas também serve para criar uma 
comunidade social e emocionalmente saudável, mais produtiva e mais feliz.

Isso leva à pergunta, como desenvolvemos 
uma comunidade resistente? Como garantimos 
resultados mais sustentáveis para nossas famílias?

Uma Cultura Comunitária de Resistência
A forma mais eficiente de desenvolver uma cultura comunitária de resistência 
é através da criação de famílias resistentes, ou Famílias Conscientes, as 
munindo com ferramentas que constroem não apenas o bem-estar físico, 
mas também mental e emocional. Estudos psicológicos demonstram o 
impacto da mindfulness (atenção plena), da inteligência emocional e outras 
abordagens coração-mente-corpo da psicologia positiva no desenvolvimento 
da resistência. Praticar a atenção plena traz benefícios positivos para a saúde, 
um impacto neurológico na habilidade de responder e se autorregular em 
momentos de fatores de estresse, e o impacto cognitivo e comportamental de 
fazer escolhas e demonstrar bondade consigo mesmo e com o outro.

Atenção Plena e Inteligência Emocional
Jon Kabat-Zinn define Mindfulness (atenção plena) como “estar atento ao 
momento presente, sem julgamento e com curiosidade sobre o desenrolar da 
vida em cada instante”. Conforme Daniel Goleman, a Inteligência Emocional 
é a habilidade de ser autoconsciente, de regular emoções, ser internamente 
motivado, demonstrar empatia e ser socialmente consciente.

Embora esses métodos estejam se infiltrando em nossas escolas, hospitais, 
instituições de justiça criminal e sociais, a maioria das famílias, particularmente 
entre as populações de baixa renda e as minorias, não está preparada para 
cultivar hábitos saudáveis de coração e de mente. Autoconsciência, atenção 
plena e inteligência emocional significam simplesmente não se incluir 
totalmente no estilo de vida ocidental. Um compromisso mais profundo com 
essa causa economiza dinheiro, tempo e muito sofrimento para as famílias, 
uma vez que estejamos preparados para assumir uma abordagem a longo 
prazo, sem esperar soluções fáceis e imediatas.

O Que é Uma Família Consciente?
Uma família consciente é um espaço imperfeito, em evolução, seguro e 
carinhoso onde cada membro possa ser completamente ele mesmo sem 
julgamentos, aprender as ferramentas para ser autoconsciente e viver seu 
total potencial servindo à sociedade de uma maneira positiva. Uma família 
consciente sabe quem é e em quem está se tornando. Para uma família 
consciente, o principal objetivo é o “sentimento de união”. O sentimento de 
união às vezes imperfeito, mas baseado na conexão humana e na vontade 
de aceitar o momento presente como é, ao invés de como deveria ser. 
A transferência de paradigma cria espaço para uma gama completa de 
experiências agradáveis e dolorosas, podendo preparar o caminho para a 

aceitação, novas escolhas que permitem o crescimento, relacionamentos 
mais sólidos e felicidade ao invés de reações habituais nocivas que levam à 
divisão, comportamento de risco, conflitos e até mesmo violência.

Os Dez Componentes de Uma Família 
Consciente são:
1.	 Praticar a conscientização, a gratidão e o perdão regularmente
2.	 Ser uma incubadora segura e carinhosa onde se desperta 

a curiosidade e a criatividade, onde se desenvolve talentos 
pessoais

3.	 Demonstrar respeito mútuo independente da idade e do papel 
na família

4.	 Pais que orientam afetuosamente a jornada dos filhos em 
direção à autoconscientização e auto-realização

5.	 A interação pai-filho é uma oportunidade para o crescimento 
de ambos

6.	 Comunicar com amor, compaixão, confiança e integridade ao 
enfrentar os desafios diários

7.	 Porto seguro sem julgamentos nos momentos de tristeza, 
perda ou crise

8.	 Tem uma visão de família com valores e metas
9.	 Entender interdependência, demonstrar generosidade no 

cuidado de si mesmo, do outro, da comunidade e do planeta

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O nascimento de um bebê indica o começo de uma nova vida e um novo 
conjunto de relacionamentos como base do crescimento e desenvolvimento 
da saúde física, emocional, social e mental do bebê. Essas primeiras 
experiências criam a fundação para futuros relacionamentos. Experiências 
iniciais, incluindo os primeiros relacionamentos, podem influenciar o cérebro 
do bebê em desenvolvimento. Portanto os bebês precisam ser cuidados pelos 
pais de acordo com suas necessidades sociais e emocionais, de maneira 
consistente, previsível e em um ambiente seguro.  Inúmeras pesquisas sobre 
o desenvolvimento do cérebro suportam a importância da satisfação dessas 
necessidades para o desenvolvimento da confiança, empatia, compaixão, 
generosidade e consciência. Em outras palavras: o relacionamento do bebê 
com os pais desempenha um papel fundamental na maneira em que o 
cérebro se desenvolve.

Quando bebês e crianças entre 1 e 3 anos (toddlers) são expostos a eventos 
negativos como traumas, abuso, negligência, problemas de saúde, violência, 
abuso de drogas dos pais e dificuldades de elo emocional, a arquitetura do 
cérebro em desenvolvimento pode ser afetada negativamente. Quando esse 
distúrbio acontece de forma consistente e as necessidades do bebê não 
são satisfeitas em um ambiente seguro e afetuoso, os níveis de estresse se 
tornam tóxicos. Sem uma intervenção precoce, a ativação do estresse tóxico 
pode perturbar os circuitos do cérebro e causar distúrbios funcionais que 
persistem até a idade adulta. É importante lembrar que o abuso, a negligência 
e outros eventos traumáticos impactam as crianças de maneira diferente. 
As reações de algumas crianças dependerão do nível de desenvolvimento, 
da vida antes do abuso, nível de exposição ao trauma, reações pré-natais 
ao trauma e alterações subsequentes na situação de vida. Pesquisas 
demonstram que um relacionamento emocionalmente solidário de no mínimo 
um cuidador pode oferecer proteção e influências positivas duradouras no 
desenvolvimento da criança, contribuindo para o melhor desenvolvimento 
cognitivo, social e emocional possível.

Então, nós nos perguntamos: E o bebê?
Os bebês são uma janela para a essência, o passado e as experiências 
presentes dos pais. O que o bebê desperta em seus pais oferece uma 
oportunidade para que revisem o que chamamos de “o fantasma do 
quartinho do bebê”, as questões não resolvidas que carregam consigo desde 
a infância. Se não forem entendidas, estas experiências podem criar desafios 
no relacionamento pai-filho, impactando a habilidade dos pais de estarem 
presentes e emocionalmente disponíveis para o bebê.

Ao falarmos de mudança de mentalidade, nós estamos nos referindo à 
importância de nos tornarmos mais conscientes, informados e perceptivos 
às necessidades dos bebês e ‘toddlers’ que são impactados pelas 
experiências de vida negativas dos pais. Essas experiências criam desafios 
no relacionamento pai-filho e requerem a atenção e o tratamento de 
profissionais que oferecem um tratamento precoce e serviços de prevenção.

Infelizmente, muitos bebês em nossa comunidade não se beneficiam de 
um nível consistente de cuidados, apesar do amor dos pais. Esses bebês 
frequentemente vivenciam dificuldades em formar relacionamentos de 
confiança que se constituem na base do desenvolvimento de relacionamentos 
seguros. Portanto, ao nos tornarmos mais envolvidos ao entender a conexão 
entre a exposição do bebê às experiências negativas e seu desenvolvimento, 
precisamos refletir o seguinte: “Se o bebê pudesse falar, o que ele diria”? O 
que iria querer que nós fizéssemos?

Ao falarmos sobre as necessidades do bebê, temos que ter em mente que 
os anos mais importantes são do nascimento aos 3 anos, quando o cérebro 
se desenvolve a um ritmo acelerado. Sendo assim, devemos captar essa 
oportunidade como uma chance de fazer mudanças duradouras. Precisamos 
estar determinados a ser a voz do bebê e falar por eles com os elaboradores 
de políticas, profissionais de saúde, juízes, empregados do setor do bem-
estar da criança, e educadores da área de educação infantil para mudar a 
mentalidade tendo como prioridade os melhores interesses dos bebês. Ao 
mudar a mentalidade, é importante nos concentrarmos em parcerias contínuas 
com as agências comunitárias especializadas na educação infantil e outros 
sistemas e serviços de suporte ao desenvolvimento da criança, oferecendo 
simultaneamente um apoio intensivo às famílias de várias origens culturais.

Transição é o termo usado para descrever os processos do planejamento 
pós-ensino médio para alunos com necessidades especiais entre 14 e 22 
anos de idade. É especificamente usado para ajudar na transição de alunos 
da escola para o trabalho. Ao se aproximar do momento da transição (o 
processo de mudar de um sistema familiar para um desconhecido), os alunos 
e suas famílias frequentemente se sentem ansiosos e incertos sobre o futuro. 
Se dedicar algum tempo para desenvolver um plano abrangente durante esse 
período, você pode ter certeza de que a mudança para serviços para adultos 
será menos estressante, podendo até ser repleta de surpresas agradáveis.

Durante o processo de transição, você vai começar a ouvir alguns termos 
diferentes com os quais pode não estar familiarizado. Emprego Apoiado 
(Supported Employment), Plano Individualizado de Educação (IEP- Individual 
Education Plan), Plano Individualizado de Emprego (IPE-Individual Plan for 
Employment), Reabilitação Vocacional (VR - Vocational Rehabilitation) e 
várias siglas que podem intimidar um pouco no começo, mas que se tornarão 
bem mais fáceis logo que se familiarizar com o processo de transição.

Conforme mencionado acima, o processo de transição sob as diretrizes 
federais começa aos 14 anos e continua até os 22 anos. Durante o período 
de 14 a 17 anos, o foco está em atividades planejadas no campus. Entre os 
18 e 22 anos, os alunos começarão a experimentar atividades de trabalho 
mais reais geralmente em outros locais na comunidade. Você já pensou 
sobre a possibilidade de seu jovem adulto viver sozinho, conseguir um 
emprego ou continuar os estudos em uma instituição de ensino superior? 
Sheila e eu sempre conversamos com pais e filhos que confirmam que essas 
conquistas realmente se tornam uma realidade para a maioria das pessoas 
que atendemos. Alguns se adaptam mais rapidamente do que outros. O 
Emprego Apoiado para pessoas com necessidades especiais é algo que 
conhecemos bastante e que será o foco do resto do artigo.

Uma das ferramentas mais utilizadas na transição é 
o Emprego Apoiado.
Esse serviço ajudará seu filho a conseguir e manter um emprego auxiliado 
por um profissional chamado consultor e/ou treinador de empregos. Esses 
profissionais têm a missão de procurar oportunidades de trabalho com a sua 
ajuda e a ajuda de seu filho incluindo a busca de indicações, a preparação 
para entrevistas, a ajuda na elaboração de currículos e a organização de 
transporte de ida e volta das entrevistas e encontros marcados, quando 
necessário. Eles são responsáveis por ajudar a proteger os direitos de seu 
filho durante o processo da busca de emprego. Garantem também que 
os jovens sejam tratados com justiça no trabalho em todas as ocasiões. 
O treinador de emprego acompanhará seu filho ao local do emprego para 
ajudar a garantir que recebam treinamento adequado às suas necessidades. 
Se seu filho participa de um programa de empregos, poderá receber serviços 
de treinamento de emprego por um período de tempo maior.

A filosofia do emprego apoiado está profundamente enraizada na ideia de 
que todos têm o direito a um emprego. Significa também que indivíduos 

devem ter a oportunidade de acesso a trabalho com remuneração 
competitiva em um ambiente não segregado. O objetivo do emprego 
apoiado é ajudar na continuação do processo de integração, e promover a 
ideologia vivenciada por seu filho na escola. Acredita-se que se pessoas 
com deficiências recebem igualdade de tratamento no trabalho, elas serão 
também parceiros iguais na sociedade. A autoestima e orgulho vivenciados 
através da obtenção de um emprego instilam um senso de orgulho e de 
realização que é benéfico para todos.

O emprego apoiado é geralmente financiado pela Division of Vocational 
Rehabilitation (Divisão de Reabilitação Vocacional) que cobre o processo 
inicial da Fase I. Essa fase inclui a descoberta, o desenvolvimento e 
a aquisição do emprego, a estabilização e transição para a segunda 
fase ou Fase II do emprego apoiado. A Fase II, geralmente chamada de 
“acompanhamento”, é geralmente financiada pelo programa Medicaid 
Waiver. Se a pessoa não estiver recebendo o financiamento através do 
programa, pode-se explorar outras opções através de subsídios de agências 
provedoras ou de Incentivos de Emprego para Pessoas com Deficiências 
(IRWE - Impairment Related Work Incentive) através da Previdência Social 
(Social Security).

Devido à lista de espera para o programa Med Waiver do APD, as agências 
de emprego consideram cada vez mais difícil atender às pessoas não 
financiadas para a Fase II. Contudo, é recomendado que os interessados em 
empregos inscrevam-se na Reabilitação Vocacional como o primeiro passo 
em busca de um emprego.

Jose Pinto, M.S. conta com mais de 18 anos de experiência ajudando 
pessoas com deficiências a obter e manter um emprego.  Sheila Wilson 
foi gerente da área de empregos apoiados na Agency for People with 
Disabilities (Agência para Pessoas com Deficiências) em Port St. Lucie.

Transição e Emprego Apoiado Trabalhando  

em seu favor
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Os alunos têm muitas opções imediatamente após a conclusão do ensino 
médio. Podem se preparar para ir diretamente para o mercado de trabalho, 
trabalhar em casa, ingressar no exército, buscar uma educação universitária 
ou uma combinação dessas opções. Surpreendentemente, 80% dos alunos 
que concluem o ensino médio nos EUA se matriculam imediatamente em 
uma faculdade de 2 ou 4 anos após a formatura.1

A influência dos pais é um importante fator no processo de tomada de 
decisão do jovem. Como a maioria dos alunos escolhe ir para a faculdade 
após o ensino médio, abaixo estão algumas recomendações para os pais e 
cuidadores sobre como se preparar desde o ensino fundamental:

•	 Comece pensando em suas próprias experiências na escola e como 
essas experiências podem influenciar a decisão de seu filho. Você 
gostava da escola? Você gostava de aprender e de estudar? Ou você 
odiava a escola e tinha dificuldade nas aulas? Tinha certeza do que 
queria fazer depois do ensino médio? Recebeu ajuda ou conselhos, 
ou gostaria de ter recebido orientação de conselheiros, professores, 
mentores ou de outros sobre como preparar seu futuro?

•	 A seguir, analise o que você pensa sobre os custos e benefícios da 
educação universitária e como suas convicções pessoais podem 
influenciar a decisão de seu filho. Você acredita que a faculdade é um bom 
investimento? Se foi a numa faculdade, sua experiência foi uma ótima 
oportunidade? Você acredita que um grau universitário é o novo diploma? 
Ou você acha que a faculdade é um mau investimento?  Você se formou 
em uma área não relacionada à sua atual profissão? Você acha que é 
difícil conseguir um emprego com um salário decente sem um diploma 
universitário? Você acredita que é imprudente fazer empréstimos enormes 
para ter um diploma sem nenhuma garantia de retorno?

•	 Preste muita atenção nos interesses e talentos de seu filho. O que ele faz 
no tempo livre? Quais são seus passatempos? E seus talentos naturais? 
Monitorar as habilidades e capacidades de seu filho lhe dará uma ideia 
de potenciais carreiras e programas acadêmicos. Saiba a opinião de seu 
filho, entenda e aceite suas preferências. E apoie a escolha de seu filho 
buscando ou proporcionando oportunidades para que ele/ela pertença a 
clubes e organizações, faça trabalho voluntário, tenha aulas particulares 
para aprimorar suas habilidades. Esteja consciente de qualquer desejo 
que você tenha de influenciar seu filho a “seguir seus passos” ou 
dissuadi-lo de uma carreira com base em suas previsões de quanto 
dinheiro ele ganhará, ou as chances de encontrar um emprego. Nem 
todos os caminhos para uma carreira levam a um diploma universitário 
e para algumas profissões um diploma é obrigatório. Alunos que são 
pressionados ou forçados a seguir uma carreira ou um programa 
acadêmico que não lhes interesse geralmente não apresentam um bom 
desempenho, mudam de curso com frequência, incorrem em custos 
adicionais e levam mais tempo para se formar.

•	 Tenha certeza de que a escola de seu filho está comprometida a preparar 
alunos para a universidade e para carreiras profissionais, um programa 
geralmente conhecido como formar-se “preparado para a universidade e 
para uma carreira”. Empregadores e educadores universitários buscam 
conhecimentos, habilidades, hábitos de trabalho e aptidões semelhantes 
nos alunos. Portanto, os estudantes devem aprender as mesmas 
habilidades e conhecimentos independentemente das aspirações futuras 
ou planos após a formatura. Com um plano de estudos equilibrado, os 
alunos adquirem tanto as habilidades práticas necessárias para obter um 
emprego após a formatura como a preparação necessária para conseguir 
um bom progresso acadêmico na faculdade.

•	 Não fique desapontado se seu filho preferir não ir para a faculdade. E não 
fique também desapontado se ele escolher qualquer outra opção. Evite 
comparação entre irmãos e outras crianças da mesma idade. Nunca lhes 
diga que “não são do tipo universitário” ou que “nunca conseguirão nada”. 
Para um empregador, um diploma não é um pedaço de papel que tem 
valor por si só, sem precisar de mais nada. É esperado que um funcionário 
trabalhe bastante e seja bom no que faz. Em alguns casos, funcionários 
sem um diploma são mais autossuficientes e vivem mais felizes do 
que seus pares ou subordinados que tenham um diploma. Contudo, é 
importante saber que estudos recentes do Departamento de Trabalho 
dos Estados Unidos e do Centro da Universidade de Georgetown sobre 
Educação e Força de Trabalho demonstram que em 2020 empregadores 
necessitarão de 22 milhões de empregados com diplomas universitários.2

Todos os pais desejam o melhor para seus filhos. O Departamento de 
Educação dos Estados Unidos oferece uma grande variedade de recursos 
gratuitos disponíveis online.

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O que é e como implementamos a metodologia?
A metodologia do Desenvolvimento Positivo do Jovem (Positive Youth 
Development (PYD)) é um termo originado pelo Grupo de Trabalho 
Interagências de Programas para Jovens, uma iniciativa de doze 
departamentos federais e agências em apoio aos jovens.

A PYD é definida como uma “abordagem intencional e pró-social que envolve 
jovens em suas comunidades, escolas, organizações, grupos de pares e 
famílias de maneira produtiva e construtiva; reconhece, utiliza e aprimora 
os pontos fortes dos jovens; e promove resultados positivos proporcionando 
oportunidades, incentivando relacionamentos positivos, e fornecendo o apoio 
necessário para o desenvolvimento de habilidades de liderança”.

Agências, escolas e famílias que utilizam as metodologias da PYD 
consideram os jovens agentes centrais de seu próprio desenvolvimento, 
criando oportunidades para que possam desenvolver capacidades, 
conhecimentos práticos e maturidade observando, realizando e vivendo 
através de experiências.

A abordagem da PYD enfatiza a importância do ambiente e da criação de 
oportunidades e programas que estejam disponíveis a todos os jovens de 
diversos níveis na sociedade. Essa interação incentiva o compartilhamento 
de experiências levando a uma maior compreensão, mais conhecimentos  
e conexões.

A PYD considera o jovem em sua totalidade, não apenas como um problema ou 
uma característica única. É desenhada tendo como foco os resultados positivos 
que desejamos para os jovens, ao invés dos resultados negativos que esperamos 
evitar. Embora seja geralmente mais simples abordar como interromper um 
comportamento negativo do que como promover o comportamento positivo, 
orientar com afeto uma criança para uma direção positiva produz resultados 
muito melhores a longo prazo. Isso exige empatia, paciência e habilidade, o que 
talvez não aconteça naturalmente ou sem treinamento.

Assumindo que queiramos utilizar as técnicas da PYD para 
que nossas crianças se tornem adultos saudáveis, felizes e 
colaboradores na sociedade, como nós, como agência, escola 
ou família temos certeza de que estamos praticando os 
princípios do Desenvolvimento Positivo do Jovem?

A 4-H, a maior e mais antiga agência do Desenvolvimento Positivo do Jovem 
nos Estados Unidos utilizando milhares de pesquisadores em mais de cem 
universidades subvencionadas identificou oito elementos essenciais para a 
implementação eficaz da metodologia PYD.

1.	 Um relacionamento positivo com um adulto atencioso
2.	 Um ambiente seguro
3.	 Um ambiente inclusivo
4.	 Participação na aprendizagem
5.	 Oportunidade de controle
6.	 Oportunidade de ver a si mesmo como um participante 

ativo no futuro
7.	 Oportunidade de autodeterminação
8.	 Oportunidade para valorizar e realizar serviços para o outro

Os jovens precisam saber que são importantes para o outro e sentir-
se conectados com outros no grupo. Esse “companheirismo” é uma parte 
importante da experiência da PYD dando aos jovens a oportunidade de se 
sentir física e emocionalmente seguros ao participar ativamente em um grupo.

Uma pesquisa recente sobre os jovens enfatiza a importância das 
oportunidades de relacionamentos consistentes e duradouros com 
outros adultos que não os pais. A pesquisa sugere também que a sensação 
de pertencer pode ser o ingrediente mais poderoso que podemos adicionar à 
vida das crianças e dos jovens.

Os jovens precisam sentir que suas vidas têm significado e propósito. 
Ao participar nos serviços comunitários, na integração ensino-serviço e em 
atividades de cidadania, os jovens se conectam às comunidades e aprendem 
a retribuir. Está claro que essas experiências proporcionam a base para o 
altruísmo e a empatia, nos ajudando a entender a vida em “sua totalidade” 
ao encontrar o significado e a razão de ser.

Para desenvolver a autoconfiança, o jovem precisa sentir e acreditar que 
é capaz e deve vivenciar por si mesmo o sucesso ao resolver problemas e 
enfrentar desafios.

Ao explorar projetos em sua profundidade e atividades fora do currículo 
acadêmico tradicional, os jovens recebem treinamento e praticam o tempo 
suficiente para dominar as habilidades necessárias para uma carreira 
bem sucedida e uma vida positiva. Para isso, os jovens precisam ter um 
ambiente seguro onde podem cometer erros e receber opiniões não apenas 
através da competição, mas também como um elemento contínuo de 
participação. Finalmente, os jovens necessitam a variedade e profundidade 
de tópicos que os permita buscar seus próprios interesses. Nem todas as 
crianças estão interessadas na mesma atividade, e por isso a PYD não 
promove uma abordagem “única para todos”.

Os jovens também precisam saber que são capazes de influenciar 
pessoas e eventos através da tomada de decisão e ação. Ao exercitar 
independência através das oportunidades de liderança, os jovens 
amadurecem em autodisciplina e responsabilidade, aprendem a entender 
melhor a si mesmos e se tornam pensadores independentes.

Conseguir tudo isso se divertindo e em um ambiente estimulante para 
os jovens, que se tornam facilmente entediados ou desinteressados, é o 
maior desafio de um programa PYD bem desenhado e com um alto nível de 
envolvimento. Apenas quando engajados em seus próprios projetos e planos, 
os jovens se sentem inspirados para assumir a responsabilidade pelo seu 
próprio desenvolvimento e educação, com a segurança de que estarão sendo 
apoiados por adultos comprometidos com seu sucesso.

A implementação da metodologia do Desenvolvimento Positivo do Jovem 
requer um grande comprometimento por parte das agências, escolas e 
famílias, mas os resultados definitivamente valem a pena. Educar e cuidar de 
nossas crianças para que se tornem os futuros líderes cívicos e empresariais 
de nossa comunidade é uma perspectiva empolgante. Todas as crianças 
devem ser consideradas pelo potencial ainda não realizado que apresentam.

Quando o prestigiado Manual da Merck nomeou as 100 descobertas médicas 
mais importantes do século 20, a número 2 na lista foi a vacinação em larga 
escala contra as doenças contagiosas—logo atrás do avanço número 1, os 
antibióticos.

“Os transplantes de coração são muito dramáticos, mas quantas pessoas se 
beneficiam deles? As vacinas evitaram milhões de mortes”, disse Dr. Robert 
Berkow, editor da Merck.

As campanhas de vacinação em massa provaram ser tão seguras e bem-
sucedidas que poucos pais—e até mesmo médicos—chegaram a ver casos 
de sarampo, caxumba, catapora ou dezenas de outras doenças fatais de 
rápida propagação nos anos 1900.

“As vacinas nos ajudaram a exterminar doenças que costumavam matar milhares 
de crianças”, disse Dr. Paula Thaqi, diretora do Florida Department of Health 
no Condado de Broward (DOH-Broward). “Mas estão ocorrendo casos entre as 
crianças não vacinadas. Vacinas são seguras e eficazes. Os pais que querem 
proteger os filhos devem fazer com que eles recebam todas as vacinas.”

O melhor lugar para seu filho ser vacinado é com seu provedor de cuidados 
de saúde. Os pais preocupados com o custo das vacinas devem estar 
informados de que a lei federal exige que seguros de saúde cubram todas as 
vacinas recomendadas gratuitamente, embora alguns médicos cobrem uma 
consulta médica para administrá-las.

As famílias que não contam com seguro médico podem obter as vacinas 
gratuitamente ou por um custo baixo no DOH-Broward. O estado exige que 
todos os alunos sejam vacinados antes de entrarem na escola.

As vacinas obrigatórias são as seguintes:
•	 Difteria, tétano e coqueluche (tosse comprida)—Quatro ou cinco doses 

da vacina DTaP são administradas a bebês e pré-escolares para a 
prevenção dessas doenças bacterianas. Uma dose reforço, TDaP, é 
administrada antes da sétima série.

•	 Pólio—Três a cinco doses contra o vírus são administradas em bebês e 
pré-escolares.

•	 Sarampo, caxumba, rubéola (sarampo alemão)—Duas doses da vacina 
MMR são administradas em bebês e pré-escolares para a proteção 
contra o vírus.

•	 Varicela (catapora)—Duas doses são administradas em bebês e pré-
escolares. Uma dose reforço deve ser tomada antes da sétima série. 
Entre adultos, o vírus da varicela pode ressurgir e causar uma erupção 
cutânea dolorosa, a herpes-zóster.

•	 Hepatite B—Três doses são administradas em bebês para evitar o vírus.

Vacinas adicionais não são obrigatórias para o 
ingresso na escola mas são críticas para a proteção 
de bebês e crianças:
•	 Vacina anual contra a gripe—Injeção ou spray nasal, a partir de seis meses.

•	 Rotavírus—Três doses para bebês.

•	 Haemophilus influenzae do tipo B—Três ou quatro doses para bebês.

•	 Doença pneumocócica—Quatro doses para bebês.

•	 Hepatite A—Duas doses para bebês.

Os índices de vacinação no Condado de Broward para crianças em idade 
escolar estão aumentando. Mais de 94 por cento de crianças no jardim da 
infância e 96 por cento de crianças na sétima série receberam todas as 
vacinas até o outono de 2015.

Mas algumas famílias não estão em dia com a proteção de bebês com menos 
de 2 anos. Uma pesquisa no estado em 2015 revelou que 16 por cento dos 
bebês em Broward não tinham recebido todas as vacinas requeridas. O 
DOH-Broward implementou o programa Shots by 2 (Vacinas até 2) que envia 
cartões de lembrete às famílias nas datas em que o bebê deve ser vacinado.

Proteger adolescentes é também crucial. O DOH-Broward conta com um 
projeto enfatizando a necessidade da vacina contra o papilomavírus humano 
(HPV), uma infecção sexualmente transmitida que pode causar o câncer 
cervical e outras doenças. Meninas e meninos podem começar a tomar as 
três doses da vacina com 11 anos.

Os índices da vacina contra o HPV são baixos. Em 2013, na Flórida apenas 
metade das meninas e 28 por cento dos meninos receberam a primeira dose da 
vacina contra o HPV de acordo com o Centers for Disease Control and Prevention 
(CDC). Apenas 34 por cento das meninas e 13 por cento dos meninos receberam 
as três doses. Os índices no sul da Flórida parecem ser similares.

“A vacina contra o HPV significa a prevenção do câncer”, disse Thaqi.

Aos 11 anos recomenda-se também a vacina contra meningite, uma doença 
potencialmente fatal que geralmente ataca adolescentes e universitários.

O afogamento é a principal causa de morte não natural de
crianças entre 1 a 4 anos de idade. A maioria das crianças que morrem
afogadas em piscinas em casa não deveria nem estar perto da piscina.  Elas
entram na água sem que os pais ou o cuidador saiba.

As crianças precisam de supervisão atenta e constante,
especialmente entre 1 e 3 anos quando podem rapidamente sair de um local
seguro e supervisionado sem que ninguém perceba.

PASSOS SIMPLES QUE PODEM SALVAR UMA VIDA
Perder uma criança é devastador para os pais, irmãos, avós, parentes e
para a comunidade. O afogamento pode quase sempre ser evitado com
alguns simples passos.

Os pais precisam conversar com os filhos sobre a segurança na água.  

Veja abaixo algumas ideias para você começar:
1. “Nunca vá para perto de uma piscina sem um adulto.” Esta é a melhor

maneira de começar porque é algo simples e importantíssimo! 
2. “Se você vir alguém que parece estar se afogando, não pule na água.

Corra e chame um adulto. E se você cair na piscina, não se assuste,
alcance uma beira e tente sair ou grite por socorro.”

3. Pratique esses passos na piscina com seu filho. Faça com que a
criança pratique com roupa para se acostumar com a sensação.

Lembre-se da segurança na água
• Pode acontecer com você. Muitos pais que perdem um filho por

afogamento nunca imaginaram que a criança pudesse um dia estar em
perigo. O que acontece é que ela simplesmente não percebe a
proximidade do perigo.

• Seja responsável pela segurança de seu filho. Nunca dependa do
comportamento responsável de seu filho, de outra criança ou outros adultos.
Saiba quem irá tomar conta de seu filho quando você não estiver presente.

• Não faça várias coisas ao mesmo tempo. Na piscina sua ATENÇÃO
TOTAL é fundamental para a supervisão adequada de seu filho. Um
afogamento acontece rapidamente; na maioria dos casos, uma criança
morre depois de estar embaixo da água por apenas 6 minutos.

• Estabeleça um plano de ação. Se você não acha seu filho, procure
primeiro na água, seja na piscina, no lago, em um canal ou na
banheira. Aprenda RCP (ressuscitação cardiopulmonar).

Lembre-se: Durante o afogamento, crianças não gritam, não se
debatem espirrando água ou lutam para sair da água. Afundam
silenciosamente e geralmente com os pais por perto.

Escolha alguém, seja você mesmo ou outro adulto, para ser o
supervisor da criança perto do mar, de um lago, um parque aquático, uma
piscina ou uma banheira. É importante também instalar múltiplas camadas
de proteção para evitar afogamentos. 
• Instale portas e travas à prova de crianças em todas as portas interiores.

> As maçanetas devem estar a 1,5 metro (5 pés) do chão.
> Devem estar sempre trancadas.

• Instale alarmes nas portas de acesso à piscina, spa e qualquer
ambiente com água
> Não desative alarmes.
> Se o alarme puder ser temporariamente desativado por um adulto, o
botão de desativação deve estar fora do alcance das crianças.

• Instale uma cerca de isolamento nos 4 lados separando a piscina e/ou o
lago no quintal da casa de todas as portas de acesso e entradas.

> Mantenha a cerca sempre no lugar mesmo quando a piscina não
estiver sendo usada.
> Os portões devem ter 1,5 metro (5 pés) de altura, e devem fechar e
travar automaticamente.

• Instale um alarme flutuante na piscina.
> Não desative o alarme.
> Considere conectar o alarme da piscina com o alarme da residência.

• Aprenda RCP e técnicas de salvamento.
> Todos na casa com acima de 14 anos de idade devem ser treinados
em RCP.
> Babás e cuidadores devem também aprender.
> Operadores da linha de emergência 911 podem dar instruções de 
RCP pelo telefone.

Water Smart Broward:
Protegendo nossas crianças quando perto da água
Oferecido pelo Water Smart Broward!
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Eu nunca vou esquecer. Eu tinha gritado com meu filho pequeno por ter 
deixado as meias no tapete da sala de visitas OUTRA VEZ. Quando me 
acalmei, pedi desculpas por ter perdido a paciência por uma coisa tão sem 
importância. A resposta sincera dele foi: “Tudo bem, mamãe, eu estou 
acostumado com gritos”. Ai!
Quero que meu filho seja honesto e amável mesmo quando estiver irritado, 
mas eu estava dando um péssimo exemplo. Resolvi encontrar uma melhor 
maneira de expressar minha irritação tanto em aborrecimentos pequenos 
como em situações mais importantes. Eu encontrei o que procurava em 
Comunicação Sem Violência, o processo do psicólogo Marshall Rosenberg 
para se comunicar com compaixão.
A Comunicação Sem Violência assume que todos nós somos capazes de nos 
conectarmos profundamente com o outro, com o coração aberto. Somos 
naturalmente compreensivos e humanos, e queremos livrar aqueles que 
amamos da dor e do sofrimento. Podemos expressar essa compaixão e 
empatia através de nossos pensamentos, palavras e ações.

A receita é simples:
	 Eu digo o que vejo (“Observação”)
	 Eu digo o que sinto (“Sentimentos”)
	 Eu digo o que preciso (“Necessidades”)
	 Eu peço o que eu quero (“Pedido”)
Antes de descobrir a Comunicação sem Violência, eu amolava meu filho 
constantemente sobre seus maus hábitos ou guardava o aborrecimento 
dentro de mim, até que algo provocasse uma explosão. Você pode 
imaginar como essas técnicas funcionavam para mudar os hábitos e 
comportamento da criança—não funcionavam nada bem! Ao contrário ele 
reagia defensivamente, as coisas ficavam piores, e nós dois acabávamos 
gritando—sem dúvida, essa não era uma boa maneira de resolver problemas 
ou de dar exemplo de boas habilidades de comunicação.
Descobri que quando eu usava a Comunicação Sem Violência, ele ficava 
menos defensivo, e eu menos irritada. A diferença fundamental, além de uma 
sala de visitas organizada, é que nós comunicávamos nossos sentimentos 
sem ter que vivenciar o estresse da raiva. Sem raiva, sem gritos, sem 
defensiva—sem dúvida: esta é uma melhor maneira de se comunicar!

Voltando às meias no tapete da sala de visitas para um exemplo de 
Comunicação Sem Violência:

Observação: Eu digo o que vejo. Não falo como ele é bagunceiro. Só 
digo o que eu observo: “Vejo que suas meias estão no tapete”. É importante 
separar minha observação (meias no tapete) do julgamento e da acusação 
(Você é bagunceiro!). Não é da personalidade dele que eu não gosto—
apenas de suas ações.

Sentimentos: Eu digo o que sinto.  Eu digo: “Eu fico irritada quando 
vejo suas meias no tapete”. Eu conecto a observação do meu sentimento 
sem acusar ou culpá-lo. Também assumo a responsabilidade pelos meus 
sentimentos, focando no que eu sinto, e não no que ele fez. Outras pessoas 
não causam meus pensamentos, sentimentos ou ações—eu escolho como 
lidar com situações e como me sentir sobre elas.

Necessidades: Eu digo o que preciso. “Estou irritada com suas meias 
no tapete porque gosto de uma casa organizada e tranquila da qual eu 
sinta orgulho de compartilhar com as visitas.” Por que eu fico irritada com 
as meias no tapete? Porque eu preciso me sentir orgulhosa da minha sala 
de visita organizada e de estar pronta para receber visitas inesperadas. 
As meias destroem aquele sentimento de preparação e estraga o convite 
tranquilo. Fico infeliz porque minhas necessidades não foram satisfeitas.
É claro que as meias no tapete não são importantes—mas minhas 
necessidades são! Quando eu percebo a conexão entre meus sentimentos 
e minhas necessidades, eu ofereço empatia a mim mesma. Quando 
expresso essa conexão para meu filho, eu lhe mostro que minha irritação 
está conectada a algo importante. Se entender minhas necessidades, ele 
vai sentir empatia e expressar sua compaixão natural. E através de meu 
exemplo, ele vai aprender a ter empatia consigo mesmo ao conectar seus 
sentimentos com suas necessidades.

Pedido: Eu peço o que eu quero. Eu pergunto ao meu filho: “Você poderia 
pôr suas meias no seu quarto ao invés de deixá-las no tapete da sala?” Esse 
pedido sugere algo que ele pode fazer que me ajudaria a realizar minhas 
necessidades. Eu sou específica sobre o que eu gostaria. Eu expresso o que 
eu quero, não o que eu não quero, usando uma linguagem positiva focando 
no resultado desejado. E não estou acusando, culpando ou interrogando—e 
assim, ele não tem nenhuma necessidade de se pôr na defensiva.
A Comunicação Sem Violência não é uma solução instantânea, ou uma maneira 
de fazer com que as pessoas façam o que eu quero. As meias podem às vezes 
estar no tapete, e às vezes ao pedir alguma coisa para meu filho, a resposta 
vai ser não. Mas nossas interações são muito menos estressantes. Eu repito 
calmamente a receita (Eu faço uma observação, expresso meus sentimentos, 
os conecto com minhas necessidades e faço meu pedido). Geralmente, eu 
posso parar na observação—ele entende a mensagem imediatamente, e 
como é uma pessoa honesta e amável, ele quase sempre vai realizar meu 
desejo. Eu acho que meu filho concordaria que o uso da Comunicação Sem 
Violência nos ajudou a gritar menos e nos aproximou um do outro, mesmo nas 
situações de conflito. Sejam as meias no tapete ou questões mais importantes, 
a Comunicação Sem Violência nos ajuda a ser mais honestos e mais amáveis. 
Sem dúvida uma receita vencedora!

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Alguma coisa está acontecendo na Flórida…
algo muito perigoso, muito errado e que envolve nossas crianças e nossos 
jovens. A exploração sexual infantil—a mesma frase faz as pessoas virarem 
o rosto para o outro lado e achar que os filhos nunca seriam vitimados 
por tais crimes. Mas esses crimes estão acontecendo em nossas próprias 
comunidades e com nossas próprias crianças. Nossas crianças não estão 
à venda—e quanto mais entendermos do mundo do tráfico sexual infantil, 
mais e melhor podemos evitar que isso aconteça.

Veja abaixo alguns fatos importantes sobre a 
exploração sexual infantil:

A média de idade em que uma criança é 
utilizada para o tráfico sexual é entre 11 e 14 
anos apenas.

90% das vítimas da exploração sexual infantil 
apresentam um histórico de abuso sexual.

Até 300.000 crianças Americanas por ano são 
atraídas pelo tráfico sexual infantil.

Com essas estatísticas alarmantes, por onde começamos a luta para manter 
nossas crianças protegidas do tráfico? Como 90% das vítimas da exploração 
sexual apresenta um histórico de abuso sexual, não faria sentido se todas 
as crianças fossem protegidas através da educação e conhecimentos desde 
bem pequenas para que nunca se tornassem vítimas de abuso?

A Educação Preventiva é Fundamental.
As crianças são educadas sobre segurança contra incêndios e segurança na 
piscina. Aprendem a ligar para 911 em caso de emergência. São ensinadas 
sobre o perigo de estranhos. Mas o que estamos ensinando a elas sobre 
os adultos em sua vida que podem querer feri-las? Geralmente, nós lhe 
ensinamos a confiar e obedecer a esses mesmos adultos que acabam sendo 
os abusadores e exploradores.	 95% dos casos de abuso e exploração 
infantil podem ser evitados através da educação (Child Molestation Research 
& Prevention Institute, Inc.). Todas as crianças merecem o direito de estarem 

seguras, de terem uma voz e saberem como pedir socorro. Mas, ainda mais 
importante é que todos os adultos sejam educados para estar na linha de 
frente para a defesa da segurança da criança. Então quais passos você pode 
tomar neste momento para ajudar a manter seu filho seguro? Converse sobre 
o tópico de segurança pessoal com seu filho de uma maneira leve e divertida 
e não usando o medo. Crianças de apenas 4 anos podem entender conceitos 
importantes de segurança pessoal como tocar com segurança/tocar sem 
segurança, círculo de adultos seguros, verificar primeiro e uma série de 
habilidades críticas de segurança na vida.

Os adultos devem também ser treinados sobre como falar com as crianças 
em uma linguagem de segurança que seja confortável, apropriada à 
idade e consistente. O componente adulto na segurança pessoal é crucial 
para a proteção da criança contra abusos—seria justo colocar toda 
a responsabilidade pela segurança e prevenção nas crianças? Como 
podemos esperar que elas se abram quando muitos adultos não se sentem 
à vontade ou não têm certeza de como proteger essas crianças? É nossa 
responsabilidade como adultos proteger as crianças de todas as maneiras 
possíveis, e a educação é o primeiro passo.

Imagine se todas as crianças no país recebessem algum tipo de educação 
preventiva. Agora imagine tentar atrair um adolescente bem informado. O 
adolescente perceberia os sinais de alerta, teria uma voz ativa e conversaria 
com alguém no círculo de adultos seguros. Até mesmo uma pequena 
hesitação por parte da criança poderia dissuadir um traficante de perseguir 
um menino ou uma menina.

Todos nós precisamos enviar uma mensagem firme para todas as pessoas—
nós nos importamos e faremos todo o possível para proteger nossas 
crianças. E o mais importante: “Nossas Crianças Não Estão à Venda!”

Sally Berenzweig, MEd, MA, Cherie Benjoseph, LCSW e Andrea Clemens, 
MSW representam a KidSafe Foundation, uma organização que oferece 
educação preventiva para crianças, pais, professores e adultos 
cuidadores.

Em vigor a partir de julho e setembro de 2015, duas novas organizações com 
base comunitária são responsáveis pela administração dos programas School 
Readiness (SR) e Voluntary Pre-Kindergarten (VPK), e pelo fornecimento de 
serviços de recursos e indicação de cuidados infantis para as famílias de 
Broward, contando com fundos da ELC.

Os serviços de Child Care Resource and 
Referral (CCR&R) (Recursos e Indicações para Cuidado Infantil) 
são fornecidos pela 2-1-1 Broward (www.211-broward.org). A CCR&R é 
a “porta de entrada” para o sistema de cuidados e educação infantil de 
Broward. Todos os moradores do condado que tenham perguntas sobre 
desenvolvimento infantil, serviços de cuidado infantil e de escolares, opções 
acessíveis de cuidado infantil, necessidades especiais e outros serviços para 
a família podem contatar o programa de serviços 2-1-1 Broward Resource 
and Referral, independente da renda ou das circunstâncias individuais. Os 
especialistas do programa estão disponíveis por telefone de segunda a sexta-
feira das 08h00min às 20h00min e aos sábados das 08h00min às 16h00min 
no número 954-537-0211 para assistência e fornecimento de recursos e 
indicações. As famílias em busca de um provedor de programas de cuidados 
e educação infantil receberão indicações com base nas necessidades dos 
pais. A CCR&R também fornecerá aos pais uma oportunidade de participar 
em avaliações da criança para determinar as etapas de desenvolvimento, 
assim como ajudar famílias com recursos e indicações para assistência 
financeira ou recursos comunitários.

A elegibilidade, matrícula e administração 
fiscal para SR, VPK e outros programas de 
cuidado infantil financeiramente assistidos e financiados através 
da ELC estão sendo administradas pelo Broward Regional Health Planning 
Council (BRHPC—www.brhpc.org). O BRHPC determina a elegibilidade 
para os cuidados infantis financeiramente assistidos, além de administrar 
matrículas e pagamentos para os provedores. O BRHPC lançou um novo 

Portal de Re-determinação (www.browardchildcare.org) para que os pais 
que atualmente recebem assistência financeira possam ter sua elegibilidade 
determinada e atualizada on-line. O site pode também ser usado para 
solicitar transferência dos programas School Readiness (SR) ou VPK. O 
BRHPC receberá clientes sem horário marcado em seu escritório (200 
Oakwood Lane, Suite 100, Hollywood, FL—Oakwood Plaza em frente ao 
cinema) ou outros postos disponíveis na comunidade, incluindo todos os 
locais do CareerSource Broward.

Os pais que necessitem de ajuda para o pagamento de cuidados infantis 
devem inscrever-se para os serviços de School Readiness através do Portal 
da Família do estado em https://familyservices.floridaearlylearning.com/.

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As aulas de artes cênicas e de música agem como uma válvula de escape para 
muitos jovens no sul da Flórida. Mas grandes cortes no orçamento resultaram 
na eliminação das aulas de arte nas escolas em todo o país. Foi comprovado 
que a participação em artes cênicas enriquece a vida dos jovens em busca de si 
mesmos na fase mais importante e determinante de suas vidas.

Jovens que são tímidos ou que se sentem marginalizados pela sociedade 
geralmente desabrocham em ambientes criativos. Rodeados por pessoas 
com os mesmos interesses, indivíduos criativos ajudam os jovens a se 
sentirem bem em sua própria pele e a se abrirem sobre seus sentimentos. 
Currículos que incluem o programa de artes cênicas, como o encontrado na 
Parkway Middle School of the Arts e Encore Performing Arts Center, utilizam 
criativamente o falar em público, a palavra falada, a elaboração de roteiros, 
improvisação, dramatização, arte, música e dança para revelar problemas 
comuns vividos pelos adolescentes. A participação dos jovens, de uma maneira 
criativa, os ajuda a identificar e superar os desafios da vida. Após participar em 
programas de artes, as crianças que talvez de outra maneira pudessem perder 
o interesse ou abandonar a escola, se tornam alunos motivados.

Um estudo realizado pela Arts Education Partnership (Parceria com o 
Ensino da Arte) demonstra que os programas de arte mantêm as crianças 
na escola. Alunos que participam em artes cênicas têm uma probabilidade 
quatro vezes maior de entrar na faculdade e serem reconhecidos por seu 
sucesso acadêmico do que os que nunca foram expostos a disciplinas como 
teatro, dança, canto e música. Academicamente, tendem a apresentar 
melhores notas em leitura e matemática. Socialmente, tendem a ter melhor 
autoestima, se sentir seguros ao falar em público, ter ótima capacidade de 
resolver problemas, seguir direções e trabalhar em grupo. Culturalmente, 
tendem a aceitar diversidade e valorizar culturas diferentes.  (Arts Education 
Partnership, 2006)

1. 	Os programas de música estão continuamente correndo 
perigo de serem cortados dos orçamentos reduzidos das 
escolas, mesmo quando está comprovado que melhoram o 
desempenho acadêmico. [1]

2. 	Crianças que estudam um instrumento musical têm uma maior 
probabilidade de se sobressair nos estudos, trabalhar melhor 
em grupo, apresentar capacidade aprimorada de pensamento 
crítico, continuar na escola e seguir os estudos. [2]

3. 	Crianças que estudam música tendem a ter um vocabulário 
maior e habilidades de leitura mais avançadas do que os 
pares que não participam dessas aulas.[3]

4. 	Crianças que estudam música têm notas mais altas em 
matemática e leitura. [4]

5. 	O ensino de arte ajuda a preparar os alunos para a 
universidade e para o trabalho. [5]

6.	 O ensino de arte pode ajudar a reduzir a disparidade  
de desempenho. [6]

A habilidade de criar é algo que não deve ser eliminado. Os jovens se 
beneficiam da participação na arte de inúmeras maneiras, inclusive ganhando 
a confiança que precisam para se sobressair na vida. Aqueles que participam 
em artes cênicas sabem que não há problema em ser diferente; na verdade, a 
originalidade é comemorada e incentivada. Pais que entendem o valor da arte 
recorrem a ela gastando uma quantia exorbitante para que seus filhos possam 
participar em programas que ofereçam treinamento na área. Infelizmente, a 
participação nesses programas é de curta duração com o aumento contínuo 
do custo de vida sem que os salários acompanhem. Felizmente, existem 
fundações e doações em todo o país que continuam a oferecer assistência 
financeira às escolas e organizações sem fins lucrativos, possibilitando que os 
jovens possam colher os benefícios do ensino das artes.
