Five Tips Toward aMore Positive Artitude

1. Kids model their parents’ behavior. If they see you bouncing back from setbacks, they'll learn to
do the same.

2. Help them see a way around obstacles. When something doesn’t work out as planned,
encourage them to brainstorm other ways to approach the problem or to reach their goal.

3. Let them know that negative reactions are okay when it's appropriate. Having a positive attitude
doesn’t mean burying legitimate feelings, but acknowledging them, and then finding a way to
move on.

4. Teach constructive reframing. If a child declares she’s lousy at sports, suggest that she simply
needs more practice and that if excelling at sports is important to her, she'll eventually master the
necessary skills.

5. Encourage positive self-talk. Words have power, so offer a few affirmations they can repeat until
they become second nature.

Second Grade

The preschool classes are learning all about the
winter season. We are discussing the types of
clothing that are appropriate for cold weather and
made delicious hot chocolate.

This month in second grade, we are focusing on analyzing
different characters’ perspectives. Who is telling the story?
How does the character change from the beginning to the
end? In math, we are learning fractions, such as halves,
thirds, and fourths. Please practice dividing food into equal
parts at home. Would you like half of a sandwich or a
quarter? Finally, practice addition and subtraction facts with
your child to develop the fact fluency necessary for
mastering the second-grade standards. Thank you for all
you do.

Kindergarten

Third Grade

This month in kindergarten, we will be focusing on
technology at home and at school. In math, we are
learning addition and subtraction 0 to 10. In science,
we are learning about the five senses. In social
studies, we are learning about long ago and today.
We wish you a very happy New Year. Can't wait to
share more with you next month.

Happy New Year Eagles! Third graders are working
towards mastery of adding and subtracting multi-
digit numbers. In Reading, students are identifying
text structures and explaining how text features
contribute to meaning. In Science, we are describing
and identifying the different states of water. In Social
Studies, we are diving into U.S. government. We can't
wait to share more with you next month!

First Grade

Fourth Grade

Welcome back! Hope you all had restful winter break. Now we are back and,
ready to learn! In the month of January, students will learn to explain who is telling
the story, identify and explain the moral of the story and identify and describe the
main story elements. In math, we are focusing on understanding place value, we
will learn to compose and decompose two-digit numbers in multiple ways using
tens and ones. We will also, learn to read numbers from 0 to 100 written in
standard form, expanded form and word form. In science, we will learn and
investigate how magnifiers make things appear bigger and help people see
things they could not see without them. In social studies, we will learn how to
compare life now with life in the past, identify celebrations and national holidays
as a way of remembering and honoring the heroism and achievements of the
people, events, and our nation’s ethnic heritage. In addition, we will learn about
timelines and create one using primary sources. Please continue to encourage
your child to read every night for at least 20 minutes to improve their fluency and
comprehension.

In ELA, we will be learning how setting, events, conflict and
character development contribute to the plot in a literary text,
explain how relevant details support the central idea and
summarize a text to enhance comprehension. In addition,
students are learning to explain how rhyme and structure create
meaning to a poem and write an expository text about a text,
using multiple sources, elaboration, and organization. In Math,
we are learning different strategies for dividing numbers. We will
be learning how to solve real world multi-step word problems in
the coming weeks. In Science, we are learning about the rotation
and evolution of Earth. We will be learning about the phases of
the moon. We are excited to be planning our end of the year
field trip to Islands of Adventure.
