Tips for Parents: Parent — Teacher

As parent-teacher conferences are being scheduled
either virtually or in person, here are some helpful
tips to ensure a successful conference for you and
your child.
Before the Conference

e Ask your child if there is anything that they want
you to talk about with their teacher.

e Tell your child that you and the teacher are
meeting to help her.

e Make a list of topics that you want to talk about
with the teacher.

During the Conference
° Be on time (or early) for the meeting.

° End the meeting on time. Other parents will
probably have a conference after yours.

° Relax and be yourself.

° Stay calm during the conference.

° Ask the most important questions first.

° If your child receives special services such
as English classes, ask about your child's
progress in those classes.

° Ask for explanations of anything you don't
understand

° Ask your child's teacher for ways that you
can help your child at home.

° Thank the teacher

After the Conference

° Talk about the conference with your child.

° Talk about the positive points and be direct
about problems.

° Tell your child about any plans you and the
teacher created.

° Keep in touch with the teacher during the
school year.
