Entries will be judged by the local DAR Chapter. The First
Place Chapter winners entry will be sent in to the State Chair
of CONSTITUTION WEEK for your state by the local DAR
Chapter. (Each person may send in up to 2 entries.)

2. Any medium may be used, but it must be flat and easy
to copy-no raised surfaces.

3. Each poster must display the words
“CONSTITUTION WEEK SEPTEMBER 17-23”
somewhere on the poster. (Do not include a year) The
Preamble may be included.

4. Please submit an entry form with EACH entry.

5. The entry must be received by the State Chair on or
before January 15, 2020. (Late entries will not be
judged)

6. Each state will select a First, Second and Third and
Honorable Mention from the entries, if enough entries
are received.

7. Three judges will be selected to judge the entries. The
State Chair will not be a judge.

8. The top two winning entries (First and Second Place)
of each state will be sent to the Division Vice Chair by
February 15, 2020.

9. Three judges will be selected by the Division Vice
Chair to judge the entries. The Division Vice Chair will
not be a judge.

10.  The top two winning entries from each division
will be sent to the National Chair by March 15, 2020.
The National Chair will select three judges. The
National Chair will not be a judge.
