Safety and security of students and staff is priority #1 at Olsen Middle School. Students must wear their
current, unaltered, and official school issued ID at all times on the front of their person and not lower
than elbow level while on school grounds, on school transportation and school sponsored events. It is
NOT optional. ID's will be distributed during the first week of school. Students may receive up to 4
replacement ID's. A $5 charge/obligation will be incurred upon the issuance of the 5 student ID and
beyond.
