4. The school will host academic nights for parents and provide materials to work with their child
at home.

5. The school has a parent resource room. The room is equipped with parent resource information.
In addition, there are parenting guides and parenting dictionaries for further support. The parenting
guides have a wide range of topics, which include a parenting series, the discipline series, skills for

school success. and quick tips from the parenting institute.
