DROP OFF/PICK UP AREAS: For the safety of our
students, parents are asked to pick up primary students (K-

Blvd). and intermediate students (3-5) on the east side of
the school (entering from Harbor Blvd.). Students may be
dropped off from 7:40- 8:10 in the primary or intermediate
areas. Dropping off students in the Bus Loading Zone is
prohibited.

GATES CLOSED AND LOCKED:

The gates in the bus loop will be open from 7:40-8:10 for
buses ONLY. In the morning the gates will be locked at
8:10 a.m. If your child arrives late to school, the child must
be escorted by an adult and signed in, If you need to enter
the campus any time after 8:10 a.m. the campus monitor
will assist.

Guidance Corner/Character Education-April/May -Tolerance

Tolerance is the character trait for April. Tolerance is recognizing
and respecting differences, values, and beliefs of other

people. Talking together about tolerance and respect helps kids
learn more about the values you want them to have. Giving them
opportunities to play and work with others is important as well.
This lets kids learn firsthand that everyone has something to
contribute and to experience differences and similarities.

Ideas to Do as a Family Things parents can do to help kids
learn tolerance include:
* Notice your own attitudes. Parents who want to help their kids value
diversity can be sensitive to cultural stereotypes they may have
learned and try to correct them. Demonstrate an attitude of respect for
others.

* Remember that kids are always listening. Be aware of the way you
talk about people who are different from yourself. Do not make jokes
that perpetuate stereotypes. Although some of these might seem like
harmless fun, they can undo attitudes of tolerance and respect.

* Select books, toys, music, art, and videos carefully. Keep in mind
the powerful effect the media and pop culture have on shaping
attitudes.

Parents please make sure you are following all traffic rules in the morning.  Please DO NOT park in the swale areas or in

driveways of residents in the area. Please do not get out of your cars, as that stops the flow of traffic. As a reminder, no parent
may access the primary car loop. If you feel you need to walk your child, please use the entrance off Harbor Blvd and park your
cars and you may walk to the intermediate car loop gate only. Staff, safety patrols, and volunteers will assist children and walk

them to the cafeteria.

Parents who have scheduled conferences with teachers or need to speak to a member of support staff or administration may do so

by going directly to the front office. Administration is always available. Your driver’s license or passport is required when you

enter, as all visitors must be scanned through our Raptor system in the front office to ensure our students’ safety at all times.

We will be continuing our practice of using email alerts to keep in constant contact with our parents. Special events, field
trips, and other reminders and announcements will be sent to you via email, phone, and through the Broward Schools App and

Parentlink. All Back to School Forms will be completed ON-LINE at, www.browardschools.com/bts. Fairway Elementary will

be collecting hard copies of emergency contact forms which will be in your child first day packet. If you need assistance filling
out forms on-line, please stop by the front office and we will be happy to help you.
Further, Fairway communication will be via parentlink, remind and social media, follow us on Instagram, and Twitter for up to
date information.

Please make sure that all free and reduced lunch applications are submitted on—line as soon as possible. Breakfast and

lunch are free however the applications still need to be filled out. The website is www.applyforlunch.com. If you need any

assistance in completing the application, feel free to come to the school and we are happy to help you. Please remember that
families that are not approved for free or reduced lunch benefits will be paying full price for lunch until approved. However, we
will never leave a child without having a lunch. It is very important that parents check their child’s account balance regularly as
we want to ensure that all students receive a full lunch every day.

As a reminder, Fairway Elementary has universal free breakfast for all students. Breakfast is served daily from 7:45 -
8:25 a.m. in the cafeteria. Students must arrive in the cafeteria no later than 8:20 a.m. in order to be served. If children arrive after
8:20 a.m. they will get a “grab and go breakfast.”
